On Sundey they will put up
Christian and Aboriginal symbola on the clearing amo tﬁo coconut
palns at thc beach. The cross will be in the centro. one spide will
be g gspeeiazl post used to welcome peoplc to coremonics and on the
other a forked branch from which a sacred dillybag, holding the Bible,
will be hung. In front of the Cross will be a fire expressing both
Aboriginal fomily togethcrness and the power of God.

There had been one trouble last week, and one man had been barmmed
frem the Club for a fortnight. Cr. Yirinyin had been patrolling at
night and he reported that he had to chase children away from the
school and areas close by. He needed someone to help him.

Cr. Yirinyin wanted more rmen to help with patrolling at night.
Council discussed this for some time, but it was too hard to find men
whe would do the job properly at night.

Couneil talked about how money would be collected for Christmas. It
waa finally decided %o ask $1. from every person at laningrida to
cover Christmas expenses. This would be collected on pay-days and
there were 4 more pay-days until Christmas. Each single person pays
$1 and every married man pzys $1 for each person in his family.

Councillor Riala felt that the carpenters could not keep going all the
time if it was hard to get timber. Some of the carpenters might
leave.

The country is*freeger' orientated out of necessity, especially
in places like the Territory, and although this is very conven-
ient it has its limitations. Because once a product is frozen

it has to be kept as such until the time of consumption, Many
fish products, especially shellfish, is subject to rapid bact-
eriological decay and things such as Ptomaine poisoning can have
very unpleasant effects.

When we look at our own areas as potential fisheries, vwe have t¢
consider many of the items I have discussed, As was said last
week, there is no doubt that the labour we have available in a
situation such as Maningrida is ideally suited to fishing as an
occupation.
