“"Wanna go to camp for corroborec and talk, and we went, very diffarent

from Maningride. We sat at the ~amp and two groups of meon sterted pleying
Boos {didjeridoo) nnd sticks. We looked around for mon to start dancing
but no, the women denced ¢nd if you have not seen it you would not belicvo
it. They take turns to dance in groups and they all keep perfect time with
the music. Even the piccannies dance, age about 5-8 and a good job thoy do
too. It iz very impressive to see and tho friendly atmosphere around the
whole camp is Just too good. Even when it rained the hospitelity wos still
there, “come to our house till it stops". Then we started home through the
camp to our dongz and everybody wc passed said heppily "good night". The
next d=y was sport from 7.30 a.m. till 10.30 a.m, and you will rcad about it
from our roving reporters Mr Pink and Mr King. We arrived back at
Maningrida, very tired; a little bit beaten, but with very good opinions of
Milingimbi and well sotisfied in our own mind that the trip was well worth
while and thit both Milingimbi and Meningrida were very satisfied, that a
trip such as this, can only be carricd out with a proper ieam spirit and
that everybody both players and supporters get behind and help in any way
possible.
