George Winungu} about some new nmusic
he has written. In this music, the Aboriginal didjeridoo will
play side by side with Buropean wind instruments like the bassoon,
flute, etc. People working near the Government store yesterday
afternoon heard Winunguj playing some good didjeridoo music.

George D. had some interesting things to say. He thinks
that the main difference between Aboriginal and European music is
that Aboriginal songs were passed on from father to son and did not
change. Europeans on the other hand could write their music down
and it was always changing. ' They have a kind of "Progress Assoc-
iation" in music to try to make new and better music, all the time.

In bringing the didjeridoo and the European wind music
together, Mr. Dreyfus is not trying to make the bassoon sound life
the didjeridoo or make the didjeridoo play Waltzing Matilda. Rather

they are to be "brothers together® each playing in Their own way.

When the music is ready, George W. will join the 5 Adelaide
players and if allis well they will give a concert ftogether.

The Government (Australian Council for the Arits) sent the
5 Adelaide players (Quintet) to Arnhemland last year and it is the
Arts Council who have asked Mr., Dreyfus to make this new nusic.

They have
lerge foriily groups and are very close to_ggch other.
Like you people at Mmmingriden, they =zre friendly,
unselfish, ond have o strong humen bond, or love, onongst then
selves,

Life for thesc peoplc is very difficult because they 1ive
in a2 way of lifc where noney is very inporbtsnt. Without it you
cannot get food, clothing, homes, nedicine ¢r mny of the things
which help us to live and be happy. The only way to get noney is
to work for it. These pcople have not hed gocd schooling or frojn
ing to do jobs that will poy bis noney. They hove large fomilies,
Their life is very difficult. The 0l1d people cennot change, but
the young people are going to school longer (High School and
University}) leonrning skilled jobs (zpprenticeships, business
courses, nachine operstors) and the governnent is helping to
pay for o1l this schooling and trzining. It is oy job to help
11 these peopile, young sud old, nen =md wonen, boys amd girls,
to get the best jobs they ceam.

The people must learn that to enrn their noney
they nuet go to work every “ay (unless they sre
sick), they must e on tine, and they nust do their
best. If they do not do thesc things they will 1
their jcbs and so will not hsve noney to do the
things they went.

Thig is the way life is like =away fron Menin-
gridn and it is the smme for 211 people., If I do
not do the right things in ny job I will lose it.

wns particulorly pleesed to read the wise words of the Council
President in volune 76, 19th March.

It is truc, there will be big changes ot Moningride in the
future. Meny of you children will grow up into o world where
