The work will be carricd out in four stases.

A. Flying.

An aeroplanc will fly over cach prospecting area, going
enst — west at ¥ - ¥ nile intervals. Im the plane will be an
instrument called "Secintillometer™ which is like a geisor counter,
only mmuech nore gengitive and selective. The scintilloneter 'picks
up' any radio~active partieles which are sent out fron the rocks
below. The ninerals potassiun (found in granite rock), uraniun and
thoriun gend out these particles. The instrunents in the aercplane
detect this radio-activity and record the position, which is then
narked ns an "omonaly" on the nap. Was this anonnly uraniul or sonc-—
things else? It's the job of the zround survey party to find out.
The flying work is expected to be done in 2 weeks nnd the work on
the cerinl meps another month.

B, Ground Survey.

Usually only one in 160 "anonnlies" turns out to be uraniunm.
The aborisinal men will be able to play an important part in help-
ing to find the "anonalics" on the ground, nnkins tracks into diffi-
cult placce nd genewally identifyin~ the country. Sonc aborisinal
nen will be taught to use a pgeiger counter,

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Maningrida was host, this week, to the Superintendent of
Hooker Creek, Mr. John Jennings and two councillors, Morris Luther
and Sandy Jarrah. All three are travelling on a tour of northem
settlements under the auspices of the Welfare Dept.

During their two-day stay at Maningrida they managed to cateh
neetings of the Council and Progress Association. They also saw sme
thing of most activities oa the place including the garden at Cadell..
They were especially interested in the Housing Associations activitle
and hope to éstablish a similar project at Hooker.

John has been at Hooker for 3% years, having come there frop
Papunya, where he was also Superintendent. Morris is a teaching
Assistant at Hooker and took copious notes on that which he observed
and heard at lManingrida.

Hooker Creck is remembered by the writer chiefly as a pleas-
ant spot at which one could gain respite from the rigors of Wave Hill
Settlement, not a very pleasant spot. It is situated on the fringe
of the desert country, about 100M south of Wave Hill. Unfortunately
it is not blessed (are any of us) with an abundance of fresh water
and the otherwise striking red soil loses something of its cham
when air-borne at a TAS of about 25 knots for the bettzr part of the
day. The population consists principally of Wailbri people, maybe
500 in all, who have lived at Hooker since it was established about
20 years ago. The surrounding area is taken up

by cattle stations; in fact, Hooker itself has a 2
Wolfare Branch cattle project. To the South . in
there is nothing, just cactus, until one comes '
to the abandoned goldfields of Tanami and, further W

still, the Granites. Still, there are areas of
nineralization here and maybe Hooker's future is
gomehow connected with these. A few years ago the population
dropped to a fairly low level and some thought was given to aband-
onement; it is definitely on the increase now and the problem of
future development is uppermost. There are pockets of grazing
country in the northern half of the reserve but there would not
scem to be enough to support development on & scale large enough %
secure the future of the people,

The settlement itself is set out on an ironstone rise Wmﬁh
overlooks semi-arid (12¢ pP.a.) country., It, from rememb xrance, 15
constructed in 2 square, with residences, hospital and service .
buildings on the outer perimeter and a school complex in the centT®
The standard of housing facilities for the aboriginal people is
ahout the same as lManingrida, i.e. not the brightest; this may heve
bzen influenced by past uncertainty as to the future of the estab~
lishment and the water problem.

- EBvery yenr, at the beginning of the dry season, the gZrader or
dozer clears the firc breaks, and sonc of these are the starting
points for protection burning or back-burning when an accidentnl
fire h~s started. Firc is one of Forcstry's grentest helpers as
long as it is controlled and does 1ot get ouf of hend, If it does,
hundreds or even thousonds of acros of good tinber stands nipht be
destroyed. To prevent this, nll you people can help a lot in various
woys. When you 7o walkabout on weckends or in your holidays, noke
sure that your caapfiros arc canpletely out before you nove on.
Ver% inportants DON'T LET YOUR CHILDREN PLAY WITH MATCHES! Also
anybody noticing a fire when away in the bush can help by weporting
this fire to Forestry. Even thoush we have fire patrois watching
out for bushfires seven days n weck, they night niss seeins one or
the other little smoke cloud of a starting fire. The sooner we know
of every outbreak of fire, the better the chence that serious
donage ean be avoided. Therefore we'd be grateful for everybody's
co~operation, .
