THE LAND OF THOD ITORIING STAR

Burralku is a spirit land for’Dua people far away toward the sunrise, There
is geod water and good food there, but only the spirits of the Dua dead can go
there. Yiritja spirits go to another place in the Horth,(towards Vest Irian).

Once a man called Yuwalnggurra saw smoke coming from Burralku, and when
he saw the smoke it made hinm want to leave Caledon Bay and go paddling in his
dugout canoe towards the ELast. ’

vhen he arrived there a crowd of spirits came to see hin, but they didn't
like hinm as he still had his flesh and bones. They could not allow hin to live
at Burralku, So they gave hin a lot of food for his return journey and pushed
hin off back to Caledon Bay.

On coning back to his oim country he told his people about the spirit land
and showed the food to his wife and children, Then he suddenly diéd, His spirit
was now able to retu:m to Burrulku ~ the home of the llorning Stare .

HE LIORUTHG STAR EBLEII

The long pole is really the bone of Banambirr.
The white feathered string bound tightly around
the pole is a symbol of the brightness of the light.
The rings of red feathers are the orb of red light
which surrounds the star,

In the dance men extend their ams straight out
fron the shoulders to show that the star shines from the Dast
towards the Uest. Then they swing their arms upwards they are greeting
the brightness of the star, and indicating that all spirits come to the ilorning
Star, ‘hen they crawl on. their knees they are honouring the Star.

LIEAITTHG TODAY,

Burralku (spirit land) and Banarbirr (Llorning Stor)have special meaning
for all the people liwing at Elcho, Ililingimbi, Yirrkala, and dowvn the Dastern
coast past Blue Ilud Bay to Ror River. It also has neaning for the inland
Rerbarranga people down to l2ainoru.

The performing of the Banawbirr is a sign of friendship between groups of
people since the dreamtime era. One group dances and the other group sives
gifts. It is a symbol of unity between - Dua people.

It has a special meaning here because Harry and the Blyth River people
live outside the Banambirr country. Here it is a symbol of forgiveness for
some mistakes in olden tines,

Early in Pebrugry a "dead" snake from Ilaningrida arrived at the
Wildlife Section of I'.T.A. in Darwin., It turned out to be only ALMOST
dead; the bad smell it had was only a normal snake smell, They
identified the snake as a Water Python, sometimes called a Sw P thon
scientific name "L.asis fuscus". 1t was killed and preserved © to
its place in the reference collection at Darwin. However it was noted
that it had rather a full tumm.y, and digection brought to light threc
partly digested smaller snakes. Thesc proved to be even more interestin,
as they were identified as Enhydris polylepes, the Macleay's Vater-
snake. Prior to this discovery they were thought to be Qn§y In Torth
Quecensland and lLew Guinea. These were the first such snakes recorded
in the Territory. This species lives in freshwater streams and swamps
living on small fish and frogs etc.

The Water Python is much more well known, if only as "egood tucker’
It may be met with in scrub next to water, and eats almost any small
animal it can swallow, such as bandicoots, Iats, bécds, snakes, lizards

small crocodiles, etc.

We thank Dave Lindner, the Wildlife Ranger, for his interesting
letter and notes on these reptiles. llaybe we send in some more interest-
ing snakes to him, but lets make sure their dead!
