With a few deft cuts the incision went
from the side around the chest and back along the other side. Then
the razor blade broke so fragments of the blade were used on the next
" man and when these were no longer of any use, glass chips were used!

There was no hurry about the operation. Tbére was time for
several smokos, laughs and light~hearted talk. - Only two.men performed
the operations, but all’the rest gave advice, including The suggestion

to make a cut in one long stroke.
The climax came when they turned to Graham and suggested that

-they give him one. "You could have -one, and in two or @hree years
time when you come back, you could just pull off your shirt and we'd
know who you are." Graham replied "Not just at the moment!"
