When scheool is closed you are not allowed to be in the school
grounds without a very good reason such as attending a meeting, home=-
work class, or pilctures. Perhaps you may be there to talk with a
teacher. _ :
People are not allowed to use the school grounds to walk,
ride bicycles or motorbikes or motor cars between the shop and the
village or other places.

The school area, from pre-school to home management bulldings
is being watched (particularly at night) by the police, headmaster
and deputy headmaster. _

Should any boy, girl, man or wdman, be found at-SChOOl
(especially at night) without good reason, doing bad things, strong
action will be taken against themn. : o

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The Institute for.ﬁboriginal Development

The Institute, sjtuated in Alice Springs, is an autonimous body controlled by a
board of local Buropean and Aboriginal People. The present work covers two main
areas, Communication and Child Care. . .

There is a lLanguage Laboritory where courses are conducted in two main
Aboriginal languages and in fnglish.

I an involved in the Mother Training Child Care Section and conduct
courses with groups from surrounding settlements, missions and stations. Although
the couwrse is directed at improving Child Carc the whole Aboriginil conmuniiy is
involved. I hop. to help tine people sce that through thelr own gocial structur.
th.y can- influence the changing onvironment to meet tueir present nocdo. (Contrary
to popul.r opinicon I do not teach the women to cook good stews).

An initial approach is made to men of a group and the objects of the course
are explained to them in their own languasge. When discussion is ended it is left
to the group to decide for themselves whether or not the course would be beni-
ficial for them as a group. Having made this ititial decision, the matter of who
is to attend is also left to the people. For teaching purposes we restrict
mmbers to 6-8 mothers with their youngest children and 3-4 grandmothers or
fathers., I visit the community to establish a personal contact and observe the
facilities available to them im their home environment.

Preparation over, the group comes to the institute for 3 weeks. We have a
buas for transport. . : '

The pecple sleep in two large rooms on mattresses on the floor, with no
other furnishings apart from hooks and shelves on the walls, Cooking is dons
on a campfire using simple equipment such as billycans., We want their experience
at the Institute to relate as closely as possible to their howme environment. The
dighes etec. used are given to the people but they are asked to pay 95 a week per
adult for food which is provided from our store. If this cannot be afforded the
people bring artifacts for the Institute to sell.

Teaching is done around the campfires in the private courtyard.
Subjects inelude nutrition, germs/hygeine, fapily plenning and budgeting. A non-
authoritarian approach is adopted and the traditional knowledge and concepts used
as a base for teaching. The lessons learnt and the stories told are all drawn on
prepared papers by the mothers, and these are put in a folder for them to show to
others on their return home,

It is aimed to have all teaching in the venacular, but until my Pitjantjatjara
improves I frequently have the assistance of an interpreter. _

I am trying to create a concept of health and because the paople associate
Sisters with sickness we have scparated the roles of health educator and nurse.

A sister comes each morning to conduct a clinic.
N The teaching i3 reinforced in the camp at intervals after the group retumrns
ome, '

Ten courses have been conducted over the past year and results have varied.
In one area the people have talked about the stories but there has been no :
observable change in behaviour. In znother the children of ? women who attended
have shown a marked improvement in health. In yet another areca, because the
women who returned reorgsnised such things as rubbish disposal and started a
market garden, the whole community has benifited. ' :

The work is challenging and I am enjoying it very much. I have been able
to apply much knowledge zained from the people at Maningrida to the situations
here, and I was fortunate to be able to learn from Miss Doreen Lawdon who was the

Institute’s first Health Educator. When she left to return to Armhem land it was-
‘our' loss but 'your' gain. 55
