A few weeks ago, your correspondent went on a tour of some of the couniryr
of the Burera Hadai people who are living on the other side of Blyth Riveri

fnese people are living for the present,at Jimmolinyera, abowt 2 miles -
'to the S.E. of Kopanga. Their leader is Mr.Jack Gureiyiri, although the &tea S
‘belongs to Mr.Javk Gagadi and some other people. It is a long sand hill; tovered
vith trees, and some jungle patches including a large hanyan tree(galwan) fron the
roots of which the "cotton" fgjanpa) is derived for the manufacture of. string bags
(jerrk). The people who live at Jinmolinyera make a lot of these, also didjeridoos
snd other implements. Tpey do a lot of hunting and when I arrived had just come back
from a“fishing expedition in one of the small fresh water boats.They had used a
‘tterfly net(woven from djanpe) to catch a quantity of nyalk-nyalk (fresh water:
lerrings about 6" in length). These were being grilled on the ashes and saten for
‘treakfast along with some pandannus kernels(jinga) which had been collected by some
‘of the ladies the night before. - Lo

It was decided that we would camp at Jinmolinyere that night and yhat
‘Jack Gureiyara and’ Big Barney would guide us on a tour of some of the areas to the
north in the course of the afternoon. We accordingly set out for Dirra-dirra -
:ldjiriha about 1 mile to the North-,west. Tyis took us aout of the sand hill country
‘and up on to a low flat like area of gravel (gurgarema) with cucalypt trees and a lot
of ngatjn palm (cycas media). This is an extensive feature and we spent a good deal . -
of time in such country in the course &f the afterncon. Dirra-dirra Adjiripa is
Tomny Y;jbberals fathers country and is hence under his custodianship. It has & well
vater supply nearby; there afe in fact a number of wells in the shallow depression
vhich par the gurgaorems and we sampled several of them in our
lorthwards journey. About way along we came to & recently deserted camp of
¥r Jack Djabalalis group, We eventually arrived at Nalajabama, an important place
\tbout 1 mile inland from the beach, where the Kunapipi had been held last gar. It is
‘a good area, centrally located to take advantage of both the coastal areas and the
gungarema country with a copions supply of ‘fresh water this time of year. We were
shown a mumber of sites there before heading off inta the interior on our way back
to Jinmoiimyera. This was a special significance Ton Yibberel, as we visited the
canp of his father (at Jimarda) where the family had ckstomerily spent wet seasonse
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This is right in the middle of the forest with plenty of evikdence of olq -
habitation, piles of sea-shells,old relice of shelters etc. Tomny showed us the olg
bushk roads to, the coast and to the interior which the fanily had used on their food
‘#and water getting expeditions. We followed one such nack towards Jinmolinyera to a
well and. fresh woter pool at Jinjerabdinjera where a small fish trap (mindirra) hag
been constructeds There were plenty of fish there and the men excavated & number
of small fish(deriaba) from the mude S, : ,

.. - After we got back to Jinnolinyera we were given some freshly prepared
ngatju to eat, it had been in the water for 3 days and had just been taken oute It hag
ivery little flavéur, witha cheese like after-taste and is of a tottage cheese but 1 -
lumpy texture. It is very important food and is freely available in large quantities
but requires a good deal of prepardtgon. The following day it was decided to make a
Journey to the east guided by Jack Gureiyara and Aléc Wumala, This gotunder way the
following morning, the road following the hunting track in counon use, The nen . . .
polnted, out many camp sites on the way and after about 1 mile we came to the edge of -
a2 Jarge plain contoining the Jomalgna creek, After a stop for water at Anagoyira ‘
we set out across the plain eastwards, until we cane to a large open billabong, .
Anbular, which abounded in wild fowl, Jack shot a few ducks { naranbai) and we
pressed on to Gununa jungle, his own country. There is ruch evidence of old o
habitation in this région with plenty of gungepalas (mounds resulting fron habitatiom
debris) and an old nindirra(owned by Jack Gureiyiras father):.After pessing through *
severalﬁkhléia(apike rush) areas'we nade dinner canp at a paper bark swamp on the,
northern end of.th; plain (gunafargula) o The water here was ‘guite .good, -although it
will dry up in "the hot 'weather, It was decided to leave our packs 'here and return
to the area for nigh,t!' canp. This area is the point of the Ngandadauda - Jatimlgna creek -
watershed - they iare. in fact “joined by a water course, Jack told me that'the entire
systen had been controlled with Mindirra in the past (we saw several) s¢: that. the
people could regulate the passage of -fish in season. - o S

After lunch (grilled naranboi and banda ~ long neck turtle) wetent
on to the east up the Nggndadauada water course until we cane. to the first of. the
pmangroves in the tidal section. This place is known as Anagopora and in the: country
of Mr.Darky Balarganba, We saw a fiwe about 1 mile to the south and the nen-
thought it night bave been 1it by Jack Bariabanga so we crossed the creek and went to
investigate. There was no-one there but we had the opportunity to inspect sone canoe
trees in the jungle known as Ananganana. We could see the eucalypt forest (malpin) to
the east and thenen pointed out the direction of some of the coastal areas,
Realgirira and Ngandadauada also Gungurungulngoira (Gurup-ruk) We then turned back
into the sun and passed by the area from which Mr.Jack Butjaraga had cut his
dugout canoe, Delinana. The canoe had been dragged across the plains by several nen
for at least {#niles ond launched in the N andadauda creek. Another couple of .. °
niles saw us back-at our dinner canp, just on dusk. ' ) : .

S On Vednesday we packed up again and set off to the south to skirt the . .
nalpin “(eucalypt forest) where the nen hoped to secure spne wild honey. They were
unsuccessful and we sat down to rest on.onc of two proninent gungapalas at Jigubis.
This coonands an excellent view of the plains to the south and the areas of 3
Moganama and Moganbal nmaybe 3-4 niles away. It is an enornmous expanse of open countrys
Jigubia is the country of Jack Gureiyaras wife, also Toony Gundara Steele. We
turned back to the west, on the return Journey to Jinnmolinyera, passing through
Mogange jungle. Tphis is the country of Joe Mangguluda and there is a well, disused by
the side of the jumgle. Tyis is the only peruanent waoter in this area. o .

We rejoined our outwards track at Anbulor where Jack Gureiyiri-
unsuccessfully sought sone nore marambai before returning to Jinmolinyera.

The erem was rich in associations for the men and all talked about
their child hood deys, hunting, noving around in the seasonal cycle, hiding in

the jungles fron the "soldiers" (fron the east on raids) and menories of their

parents,, It is sad ‘that has been deserted for so long, but the people are slowly
noving back again as they seek to re-occupy their own country.

STATEMENT 3Y THE MISTER FOR ADORIGINAL AFFLIRS, MR, GORDON BRYANT.

The Misister for .boriginal iffairs, Mr. Gordon Bryant, fodéy
approved a2 comprehensive rozd construction progran for Aboriginal
conmunities in Central Australia.

The $329,000 program provides funds for extensive road construction
at nine communities and for a housing development &t one of the com-
munities.

The Aiboriginal cormunities at Areyonga, Docker River, Jay Creek,
Hermannsburg, Hoasts Bluff, Papunya, Yuendumu, Warrabri, and Santa-
Teresa, would each receive $21,000 to enable them to engage in road
building for a period of six rmonths.

The grant would enable the community tc buy trucks and_equipmeﬁt
and allow Aiboriginal workment to be employed on award wages., -

Mr. Bryant said $140,000 of the program would be spent on housing
at Papunya. —
He said it wns a sad reflection on Government agencies in the
past that roads ended nt the entrances to nany Aboriginal communities.

The advancement of these iboriginal towns was closely tied in
with the advancement of the Territory. '

i Mr. Bryant announced the grant at the end of a two-day conference
in ilice Springs, cclled to discuss the development of Aboriginal
communities.

It was attended by more than 100 aborigines and representatives
of Govemmment agencies.

_ "It will be responsible for investigating allegations of Dolice
discrimination and for developing prograns to allay tension prevalent
in sore iboriginal cormmunities, particularly in Redfern, ilice Springs
and Brisbane. ' _

"It will also examine why Australian gaols, at any one time,
contzain a “disproportionate number of Aborigines", '
