There are many more Aboriginal people at
Maningride than therec are balaidas ond the people at the meeting wanted
to ‘see more stories from Aboriginals, about Aboriginel news and more
Aboriginal people working to got the Mirage printed - helping with
stories and helping with other Mirage Jobs. There are many Aboriginal
people at Maningrida who can write stories and the Mirage wants to hear
Irom them especially. b

* '.l‘h?r-e is a lot of work in getting the Mirage out every weck and the
meoting wanted to make surc that all the work didn't come to ohe person
every week as has happened in the past. Many people said they would
help with jobs. Other pcople will be going around asking people who
woren't at the mceting to give a story or some help from time to time.

* A committee of people will meet overy weck at Gladys Pascoe's house
Yo talk about Mirage atories and to fix up all
the work for the weck's liirage. They are
Gladys Pascoe, Peter Coocke, Clive licMahon,
o6l outter, Dan Gillespie and the two
artists for thé Mirage, Hargaret Nealc and
Gwen Burchott. They will be asking other
people To join them at tines and also asking
people to do Mirage work.
