This involved not only a great deal
of preparation but knowledge of what an open~unit - actually was. This was the . .

At Wegamen -we saw four different units at work, eath one developing frecdom
and porhaps most of all curiosity into the learning situntiént. Throughout the
sohool we saw. difforent levels of -freedom.in the units - depending on the teachers
involved. For examplc = Unit B had two ranges of children between the eges of -
five and iwelve, With scven teachers for 120 childxen {therefore no straight grades)
¥ithin & week children were oxpected to do a certain amount of work which was :
recorded by the teachers. It was up to the child where and when he did this work,
although creative subjects were directed to the aftcrmoona. Children could choosc
what to do, whether it be Physicel Education, Music, Art or Craft. In the mornings
teachers guided children towards much more constructive work in preference to play
:ﬁi;ities but we found thet work wes appealing so that the choice was genuinely theo

's.

Here at Maningrida we arc plamning two programmes which we hope will encourage
each child's curiosity in lcarning. Throughout the morning each child has itwo
targets to accomplish in his own time. After this he ig free to pursue his own
interests. Bach afternoon differcent activities are avoilable, for example -

- Physieal Education, Music, Scicnce or Cooking end children glect two activities of

their own choice. - p

We fcel that environment plays a big part in this type of education. Therc-
fore throughout the year we plan to create situations in which the children will be
able to frecly express themsclves. To involve the community we invite you to come
and sec exnctly what we are trying to do or if unable to do this come and talk with
us about the ideas or criticisms you may have. S -

We are not saying that this is by any means the solution to our educational
Problem - what we are trying to do is find the most relevant type of education with
one very important quality; adoption to change.
