The recordings were transferred to magnetic tape by
the British Institute of Recorded Sound in 1978. The collection features Ngarla, Warriyangka,
Thalanyji and Nyangumarta songs from Western Australia and songs in unidentified languages from
South Australia. Performers include Coffee Pirepirerimara, Kokobina, Albert Karlawan, William
