They 
document songs and cultural discussions including women's yawulyu, including mala, kampiny and kiliki; 
Jarrarde singing, Two Men songs, and a women's law meeting by various Ngardi (A69) speakers in 
Balgo, WA. Speakers and performers include Tjame, Mary Kame, Nyanyuma, Nyumitjama, Mayan, 
Yinjara, Ngangmarra, Maati Maudie, Nyumi, Rose Nangala, Napurrula and Bessie Dorrday. The 
recordings may also contain some discussions and songs in Walpiri (C15), Miriwoong (K29), Pintupi 
(C10) and Wankajunga (A87) languages. The recordings were deposited with AIATSIS on 23 August
