The field trip was funded by an AIAS grant, and its purpose was to research the languages of the
Barkly Tablelands area, N.T. Interviewees included Willie, Pharaoh, Tommy Ngarguli (Missionary
Tommy), Bandi Bandi Burangana, Tabulu Ngarugangundji, Leo Jalugana, Tambo Djaljiligari, William,
Whitefoot and Ned, who provided vocabulary, narratives and songs in Gurdanji, Jingulu, and
Mudburra. Jake Yurambi contributed three Warlpiri songs.
