Production history

These recordings were made by Sarah Cutfield for the Diwurruwurru-jaru Aboriginal Corporation in
2003. They feature several short narratives in Dalabon by Queenie Brennan, Margaret Katherine, Judy
Galmur and NikiPenny Daluk about bush tucker, and were created as a soundtrack for a set of]
educational videos produced for Wugularr (Beswick) School, titled Kurruk (mussels), Dyjen (fish), Mey
(damper) and Modjarnh (sugarbag). Various other products resulted, including transcripts, video covers
and booklets. The recordings were deposited in the AIATSIS Audiovisual Archive on 16 March 2009
by Salome Harris on behalf of the Diwurruwurru-jaru Aboriginal Corporation. A copy had previously
been supplied to the AIATSIS Library by Sarah Cutfield in 2004 but it was decided that the audio
should also be held in the Audiovisual Archive to ensure its long-term preservation.

Folder 1, '1_Dalabon Bush Tucker' contains the original field recordings that were later edited to
create the short tracks in folders 2-5, "2_Dalabon Mussels', '3_Dalabon Damper', '4_Dalabon
Sugarbag' and '5_Dalabon Fishing'. Folder 6, '6_Wug Dalabon Products' contains supplementary
products, including video cover art, transcriptions and booklets which were forwarded to the
AIATSIS Library to update MS 4750 CD and L KIT N382.007/1-4. Slightly modified versions of the
four transcripts appear in folders 2-5, which show the track numbers. Copies of these transcripts are
held in the AIATSIS Audiovisual Archives as documentation.
