Production history

This collection was recorded by Michael Edols as the sound component for the film Floating ... Like
Wind Blow’em About, in 1975, to limited distribution due to its confronting nature. It was well received
overseas and was highly commended in the 1978 Berlin Film Festival, with accolades from filmmakers
such as Werner Herzog. A version of this film titled Floating this Time was released for SBS television in
1980.

This film is a companion film to Lalai Dreamtine, and Edols writes: “the task requested was to use film
as a means to hold up a mirror to the younger generation ... their intention was to make a direct
appeal to their sons and daughters. The Elders said that by not listening to the ancestral Wandjina
wisdom and the lore passed down by them, the younger generation would wander, FLOATING ...
like wind blow’em about.” (from the essay ‘Aspects of a Life: Working with Indigenous Australians’ by
Michael Edols).

It is available as part of the Aspects of a Life collection, released on DVD in 2011 by Ronin Films.
