the fundamental problems that effect working class people are still
there. Voting a new leader 1nto power won't give homeless people
homes because solving the problem of homelessness 1s not that cut
and dry.

The fact is that many houses, warehouses and shopfronts are lying
empty because it is cheaper for landlords to keep them empty until
after this recession. Landlords looking for an investment run down
houses through neglect and irresponsibility and in some cases board
them up or smash them up to stop people from living in them. They
are hoping that this recession will soon end, that property values
will rise and that they can cash in by selling them to trendy
yuppies or property developers. Having a tenant in the house may
affect how much a landlord can sell their property for. - tHisaasS
why landlords prefer that the homeless stay out on the streets.
Whether people have decent housing with adequate facilities is of
no concern to greedy landlords - their kind have always waged a
housing war against working class people the world over.

Look at the figures at the end of this article and see for
yourself. There are more than enough houses for everyone and yet
people are forced to sleep in doorways, parks and bus shelters.
Housing is being deliberately made inaccessable to growing sections
of the working class.

But it's not all gloom and doom. We can put an end to the housing
"shortage' but there's no use waiting for our "leaders" to initiate
it because they won't. WE HAVE TO DO IT OURSELVES. We can start by
moving into empty houses and occupying them. If there are no
problems after a couple of days move your gear in and set up house.
This sort of action is known as squatting. Squatting is about
decent housing for everyone and a practical method for working
class people to house themselves in the face of this shitty
recession. If we organize amongst ourselves we could squat whole
streets - there are certainly enough empty houses about.

Now those of us on land could have done a lot more
to disrupt the war celebrations had we been more organized and a
l]ittle daring. What we must ask ourselves 1s did we achieve
anything? Was it worth it? We didn't stop the warship from docking
and our efforts were largely ignored and marginalised by the media.
In future perhaps those of us on dry ground could go into the city
for a sister action, occupying the Forces' Recruitment Centre
keeping in mind that if we stretch the police over two places
instead of one we make it easier for ourselves to carry out any
form of direct action as well as making it more possible to
outnumber the police and minimalise their attempts at intimidating
and arresting us.

Oon the other hand we could have marched back up that hill we stood
at the bottom of and smashed up, overturned and burnt out all those
unguarded' cop cars! Remember L.A.7?7!!

WHY THE RICH AREN'T WELCOME

Ever noticed all the trendy shops popping up on King and Redfern
st's? Well 1t 2in't half obvious that these new businesses aren't
here for us. With prices that most of us locals can't even afford -
why are these shops popping up here?
The rich are turning our areas into their playgrounds. Rich
bastards realising that their own suburbs are by and large boring
and cultureless are buying up working class communities and forcing
us out so they can indulge 1in their egotistical, self-centred
lifestyles. Already they've bought up large plots of land and built
ridiculous buildings that serve no purpose for our communities. The
Metro Inn on King St, Newtown is one of them. This huge building
was built with the idea of getting wealthy business executives with
cash to burn out of the city centre and 1into Newtown as a way of
extending the city and all the dirty deals that go along with 1t.
Soon after construction in 1989 the developer went bankrupt and has
lain empty ever since. Not only is this space going to no use at
all but our communities are in great need of space that could
provide cheap or free facilities for us all. We need a centre for
people who are differently abled, for the youth to gather without
the hassle of cops and drug dealers, a space for the ever growing
gay and lesbian community or even Jjust a decent, local STD/HIV
clinic. These are just a few ideas. The range is enormous to choose
from.
Another example is Delaney's on the corner of Redfern and George
St's, Redfern. A newly decked out posh bar, it'~s prices are so high
that you'd go sober at the thought. Walking past, the up themselves
lend-us-a-tener-and-I'll-give-you-back-five rich dorks hang out of
the upstairs windows gorking at the locals as if they were part of
a zoo exhibition. Swilling champagne and wearing clothes that cost
$300 or more but look like offcuts from a curtain making factory
you'd have to wonder if these new playgrounds the rich are building
for themselves in our areas aren't the latest fad since sliced
bread. No wonder the locals are sticking to the Redfern and the
Somerset with these sorts of wierdo's hanging about!
Everytime another rich bastard moves into our neighbourhood our
rents go up. Landlords, being the greedy shits that they are price
us out of our own communities by making rents so high that only the
rich can afford them. Just look at the hike in rents over the past
few years - I pay a third of my income in rent and because I'm a
low income earner that leaves me fuck all for food, clothing and
the odd night out. This is a common situation that many of us
locals are stuck in with no real way out in sight.
The only way that things are going to improve in working class

areas is ;f working class people take the initiative themselves to
change things to suit themselves.
