The Board for the Protection of Aborigines have the honour to submit for
Your Excellency’s consideration this, their Thirty-sixth Report on the state and
condition of the Aborigines of this colony, together with the reports of managers of
the various stations, and the accounts for the last financial year, which have been
duly certified by the Commissioners of Audit on the accompanying balance-sheet.

1. The Board held twelve ordinary and one special imeeting during the
past year,

2. The number of Aborigines who have resided on, or are belonging to, the
stations and different depdts has been as follows :—

3, After full consideration and careful inquiry, the Board found it advisable
to close two more derﬁts in far distant parts of the colony ; and feel sure that the
remaining blacks will either join the nearest depdts, or settle on some of the stations.

5. Careful attention has been given at all times to the selection of rations
clothes, blankets, and other comforts, with the required medical assistance, to,
the Aborigines, and to those half-castes who hold the Board’s certificates, in com-
pliance with the regulations under which assistance can be given.

6. The usnal visits to all the statjons and depdts, by the General Inspector and
members of the Board, have again produced very good results on the stations, and
also to those blacks who live near the depdts at difterent places throughout the
colony.

7. The different reserves under the Board's management are as follows :—

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8. Whilst the Board at all times have liberally supplied the wants of the
blacks, they desire to state that the amount annually granted by Parliament has been

gradually reduced during ten years, as may be observed from the following financial

10. The approximate cost per head per annuin, including everything, has been
about £10 15s., or 4s. 2d. per week.

11. In connexion with the merging of the half-castes with the general popula-
tion, the question of giving the hoys and girls a suitable industrial training, in order
that they may he enabled to earn their own living, has been well considered by the
Board, and, after caretul inquiry, the practice of transterring these half-caste children
on leaving the station schools to the Department for Neglected Children has been
adopted ; and the system of training the hoys on the farm at Bayswater, and the girls
at the home for domestic service, has been working remarkably well.  All the children
already transferred are happy in their new surroundings, and there scems every like-

lihood of them becoming useful members of the community.

12. The Board have again the pleasure to state that in the matter of education
and moral and religious training of the children good progress has been made, as stated
in the reports of the station managers. The schools are all connected with the
Department of Education.

3. Religious services, as usual, have been regnlarly held for the peeple, both on Sundays and week
days, throughout the rear, tho children, in particular, being required to attend prayers in the church before
going to the State school every morning.  Sunday school has also been regularly kept by Mrs. Shaw and
my daughters for the boys and girls ; and, I am again pleased to say, the services have been very well
attended, and alsc the Sunday school, and mnch appreciated by many,

4. During the week days the children attend the State sehiool, which is about 1 mile from the
station, and continue to make good progress in all the branches of education that are tanght,

5. We have still about 2,000 acres of land belonging to the station, whieh is divided into twelve
paddocks, varying in size from 6 to about 300 acres each. We cultivate altogether about 40 acres, consist-
ing of oats, wheat, poiatoes, and hops. The crops were all good the last seasou except the bops, which,
unfortunately, were badly affected Ly the “red spider.”

6. The stock of the station at present consists of tho following :—Cows, 56 ; calves, 3 ; heifers,
71 ; steers, GO ; bulls, 2 ; working hntlocks, G horses, 15; total, 218 head. Some 12 or 14 cows are
generally milked daily for the use of the whole station, and any family wishing to milk onc or two specially
for themselves are allowad to do so.  Twenty-three steers, § cows, and 1 heifer were killed for food during
the year. Three bullocks, 3 calves, and 2 heifers were sold, realizing £40 3s,, which, together with the
sole of the hops, amounting to £128 18s., was paid into the Treasury.

7. The number of buildings remwains the same, viz., 23, which consist of 18 for the natives, and
are kept in a good and satisfactory condition by themselves. The other buildings are the manager’s and
teacher's houses, churcl, sehool, and store, &e.

8. The young and able-bedied men are almost regularly employed in farm and hop-garden work,
while the women attend to their domestic duties, and in their spare time make mats and baskets for zale.
Tle Ligger hoys and girls are tanght to be useful in work suitable for them to do.

9. The blacks do not hunt much now for native game, hecanse thoy are now regularly supplied with
beef or muiton twiee a week, at the rate of 1 lb. per head per day, and half that quantity for children
under 10 years of age.

1¢x Seme of the men continue to get drink outside the station when opportunity suits them, and it
is diffienlt to eatch Europeans snpplying them with it, as it is mostly late at night that they obiain it from
them,

11. We have still three [amilies of half-castes residing here who come under the operation of the
Act, but their c¢hildren are required to leave the station when they become old enough and big enough to
earn their own living.

12. T have again to expross my great satisfaction ab the kind and quantity of the stores and clothing
supplied to this station during the year just past; and, on behalf of the blacks and myself, T have once
more to thank yon and the Bourd for your kiml and ready attention {o all matters allecting tho conduet
and welflure of this people,

3. The devotional services on Munduys aml week days, az well as the religions instruction, have

been carried on during the year as usual, and all the meetings were well and rogulavly attended by yonng
and old.

4, The school was carried on by a toacher from the Education Department, with satisfactory
regults.

5. The reserve is fenced in and subdivided into various paddocks.  Potaloes were grown on the
station for a sufficient supply for our peaplo; alse oats were sown for a sufficient sepply of hay for the
stock. The garden yiclded snflicient vegetables and Frnit jor the whole commuuity on the station.

6. The stoek consists of 118 head of eattle and T00 sheep and lambs, and from this our Llacks are
well supplied with beef and mutton during the year.

7. The buildings are the same ag in previous years, viz., chareh, sehool-honse, mission-honse, store,
stable, and seventeen cottages, of whieh twelve are oceupiad by the blacks. The housos have, with the

exception of three, heen supplied with galvanized-iron water tanks, which are n grent confort to the
inmates.

8. Though the station is entirely fenced in, there will be about twe or three miles of a threc-rail
fence, which will require replacing with a post-and-wire fence. The former was put up by myseclf aud the
blacks 25 years ago, and is now in many places beyond repair. :

10. The principel work, besides rearing stock and cultivating ground, was clearing the ground of
dead timber, which work has much improved the reserve. Meu, boys, and the women have thus leen
employed all the year through.

11. On Saturdays, which are always holidays, the blacks enjoy themselves in their former mode of
life, viz., fishing and hunting ; and, as this station has plenty game and fish in their seasons, the Llacks
have sufficient change as regards their food and mode of living.

12. No case of drunkenness, [ am thankful (5 sny, has come under my notice during the year.

13. The heslth of our people bas been good, and their conduct at times satisfactory, and at other
times troublesome.

14. The sapplies of rations and clothing were both liberal and wood ; and T desire, on behalf of the
blacks, to thauk the Bonrd and you for them.

15. As the blacks arc dying ont, and the Board removes the lalf-caste boys and girly Ly handing

them over to the Industrial Sehools Department, finality is greatly facilitated, and will, doubtless, be
attained within a few years.

3. Religious services are held every morning and evening during week days, and Sunday twice,
and ali have been well attonded. Sunday school is kept morning and afternoon, and teligious inatruction
is given five times 2 weock ; and good progress is made.

4, The day school in connexion with the Department of Education is making very good progress
under the careful teaching of Miss Armour.

3. The total quantity of land belonging to the Aboriginal Reserve is only absut 750 acres, and
it needs very careful management to raise enough meat for the supply of the station.

6. The number of stock of all kinds is about 128 hoad of cattle, including sixteen milking cows,
supplying tho station with milk and butter ; 20 head of fat cattle and 33 sheep have been killed for the
supply of meat, and some surplus stock has been sold, and the money expended for station use.

7. The total income during the past year has again been very good, ag will be observed from ihe
following table :—

8. The number of cotiages and other buildings are the same as last year, and are quite suitable
for the comfort and mode of life for the Aborigines.

9. All able-bodied men are expected to do a certain amount of work, for which they receive
wages in accordance to the work they do; and the women have to do their house work, which, I am sorry
to eay, is sometimes very carelessly done.

10, The Aborigines are still hunting and fishing, both for pleasure and for the enjoyment to eat
aative game.

11. I nm sorry to say that there is stiil the evil habit of drinking ameng some of the men, especially
when they are away from the station.

12, The health among the people, in general, has been good.

18, The supplies of clothes and rations bave been of very good quality, and liberal guantities, in
accordance with the Board's regulations; and I desire to exproas the best thanks to the Government and the
Board for the pame.

3. Religious instruction is given daily, and daily services are held, the attendance being satisfactory
The day school, being under the direction of the Department of Edueation, is available for our neighbours,
many of whom send their children, The school at present is under the charge of Miss R. Turner, who
obtained & good percentage last examination.

4. The reserve consists of 4,000 acres of third-claza land, 2,000 acres of which iy fenced with a
three-rail fence. During the year we bave put up a wire feuce which cncloses a paddock of about 600 acres.
There is an orchard of about 4 scres, which is stocked with fruit irees ; during the late season the fruit
was very poor, owing to the very dry weathor we had. We have also n good vegetable garden, which
supplies the station with vegetables.

5. The stock on the reserve consists of 57 head of mixed cattle and 300 sheep. During the year
8 head of cattle and 70 sheep have been killed for meat. I have given the people days for hunting native
game to supplemeant the meat supply.

The accounts were carefully andited by the General Inspector on his last visit of inspeetion.

7. The number of ecottages are the same as last year. During the year they have been renovated
and well painted, which gives the station a more lively appearance. The blacks are employed in the
varieus works of the station—as gardening, carpentering, &e., and many of them harve worked fairly well.

8. As I have stated above, the people still hunt native gams.

9. We use ail lawful means to keep the people from strong drink. I am sorry to say they sometimes
get drink, though they very seldoa allow us to see them under the influence of it. As a community,
I must say they sre very orderly.

10. The annual supply of clothing was distributed among them at Easter; it was of suitable
quality, and there was sufficient to supply all. Qua behalf of the Aborigives, 1 tender thanks
for the many kindnesses they have received during the year, and for the liberal supply of food and
clothing,

and religious instruction is given to the children regularly after school. All the children attend Sunday
school, and are instructed by Mrs. Bogisch. The services for divine worship are fairly attended.

4. The day school is under the Department of Iiducation, and is attended by all the black children ;
and satisfactory results have heen produced under the teaching of Misa Tyrie.

5. The area of Iand belonging to the Mission Reserve is 3,607 acres, which is fenced in by a
substantial post, rail, and wire fence, The reserve is divided into several paddocks, used for grazing and
cultivation for wheat.

6. The stock consists of 3 cows, 3 calves, 3 heifers, 1 bull, 460 sheep, and 4 lorses,
