May v rreasE Your EXCELLEXCY,

The Board for the Protection of Aborigines have the honour to submit for
Your Excellency's consideration thix, tlieir Thirty-third, Report on the state and con-
dition of the Aborvigines of this colony, together with reports from managers of
stations and statements of accounts, &c¢., &c,

1. The Board have held twelve ordinary and two special mectings during the
past year.

2, The numher of Aborigines and balf-castes under certificates helonging to
the various stations is as follows :—

4. In accordance with the rules and regulatiens, rations, clothes, blankets,
and other comforts for Ahorigines and those half-eastes who ave still under the Board’s
care, have been regularly supplied through the managers of stations and authorized
agents at the various depdts throughout the colony. Medieal attendance and medicine
have likewise been provided in every ease when required.  Unforeseen or special cases
have always received due and carveful attention during the regular visits of the
General Inspector or hy the Board’s agents in the different localitics where they
usually reside.

5. All the stations and most of the depdts have heen visited by members of the
Board during the past year, besides the regular visits of the General Inspector, so that
they might be personally acquainted with the whole state and conditions of the
Aborigines, and might assist in cascs where special help is needed.

6. From personal knowledge thus obtained, members of the Board take this
opportunity of again stating their unanimous opinion that it would be a wise policy
for the greater comfort and better management of the Aborigines to amalgamate some
of the stations under their control as soon as possible.

7. In a number of cases, bovs and young men who have received a good
education at the station schools, have given considerable trouble to the managers, as
In some cases they refuse to do their work at home, and vather adopt o vagabond life
instead of ¢arning their living by the labour of their hands.  The Board, after carceful
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consideration, propose to apprentice those who will not work on the stations to uscful
trades or to farmers, so that they may carn their living and become usctul members
of the community.

8. The quantity of 9,700 aeres of good land from the reserves at Coranderrk,
Framlingham, Condah, Dergholm, Ramahyuck, and Lake Tvers, having been handed
back to the Department of iands, the income from that source has becen considerably
reduced, as will be ohserved from the statements of managers.

9. Regarding the particulars of the different stations, the reports of managers
in the Appendices give all needful information.

10. The Board also wish to repeat that a number of half-castes, who left the
stations since the passing of the Act No., 912, have settled on small farms or on village
settlements ; some have gone into service and have done fairly well, whilst others,
who are too lazy to work, are endeavouring to return to the stations, which the Board
under no circumstances can allow, as it would be entirely against the wise enactment
of Parliament, and at the same time do great harm to the people themselves.

11. In reference to the education of children at the different station schools
under the Department of Education, the Board have much pleasure in stating that
very fair progress has heen made during the past year.

12. The Board regret to state that the health of the Aborigines generally
throughout the colony has not been good, but that medical aid has been bestowed in
all cases. There is a constant decrease in their numbers.

3. Religions services are regularly held for the poople on the station, and religions instruetion is
given to the ehilldren both on weck-days and Sundays, and all the scrvices are generally well and willingly
attended.

4. The day school for the children is under the control of the Education Department, and the
results, educationally, aro most satisfactory, . .

5. The quantity of ground belonging to the station is now about 2,000 acres, and is ?.ll e'tlclo?cd with
8 good and substantial post and rail fence, and subdivided inlo twelve paddocks, varying in size from
4 to 354 acres,  About 40 aeres are generally enliivated, and the produce consisis of wheat, oats, potatoos,
_and hops, &e. : .

The hop erop was, as usual, heatvy and goad, aud ngain roalized the highest price in {.]13 ‘m_arket.
The whole crop when sold realized the handsome sum of £402 7s. 8d., which amount was puid into the
Treasury, Melbourne. :

6. The kinds and number of stock at this date ave :—Cows, 51 ; caives, 3 ; heifers, 49 ; sicers, 60 ;
bulls, 3 ; working bullocks, 8 ; horses, 16; tot), 190.  On an average about fourteen cows are milked
daily for the use of the whole station, Thirty-four sieers and eleven cows have heen killed for feod, and
two bullocks and three steers were sold for £28, which amount waus nlso paidd inte the 'l'r:easn:'y. )

7. The number of bunildings is 23, vineteen of which have been regalarly accupied by the na:t.lves,
and upon the whole have been well and cleanly kept, ‘F'he other buildings consist of the manager’s and
teacher’s houses, church, school, store, and stable, &e. One new cottage for orphan girls has been crcc‘ted.

8. The men are mosily employed in farm and hop-garlen work, and the women in domostic duties ;
and in their spare time they make mats and baskets for sale.  ‘The Loys and girls are also encouraged to
make themselves useful when not in school. . ,

9. The blacks do not now hunt much for native game, beeanse they are regnlarly supplied with
beef and mutton ot the station, and alse beeanse they have now only a gtnall sud limited portion of land to
hunt npon. ) o

10. There has not been quite so much trouble during the year by the natives ohtaining intoxicating
drink as in past years, and they are always discouraged in the use of it.

11. There are now no bhall-castes living liere whe come under the operation of the law, nor are
any resiling here unmler certificaies.

12. I awm very thankful to say ihat the usual sapply of rations and elothing granted by the Board

3. Public worship, in the form of ghort family prayers, was kept daily. morning and evening, and
full elinreh service twice on Sundays 3 Sunday school beiug held in the afternoon.  All these meetinga
were well attended by young and old, whoe ave thus tavght to become good eitizens in this world and to
live so that they may be such for the next alse,

4. ‘The sehool, which is under the Education Department, is still earrviecd on by Miss Hooper, with
satisfactory results; the perceutage at the lust examination being considerably higher than it was last
¥ear.

5. The land belonging to this station reserve s mow 2,000 neres. We had sixteen acres under
enltivation with outs for bay, and potatoes for the nse of the people, a8 well as maize and sorghum for feed
for stock,  Althongh the seasen was exceptionally «vy, we had hay enough for our horses to last throngh
the most part of the year, also potatees enough for use for the people, and for seed for the coming season,
The maize aud sorghum tnrned out well too, and was fonnil very wseiul, A lerge paddock was fenced in
with wire-netting to muke it vabbit proof, for the purpose of extending our nereage for cultivation,

‘The garlen vielded o large amonnt of fruit, whiclh was all used on the station.

6. The number of stork is as follows :—Cows, 48; calves, 10; heifers, 24 ; steers, 109 ;
ewes, 500 ; weanery, 50,

7. The number of buildiogs is the sane as Iast year.  They are all in a fair state of repair, and
consist of church, sehool-house, mission-house, tencher's Lonse, store, stable, and seventeen cottages
aceupred by the Aborigines.

8. Having sold the greater portion of our wattie-burk, the income was larger this year than in
former years, but as one cannot xell wattle-bark every year, the station income will be lower again in
future, The money realized enabled me to pay fuir wages to the Aberigines for work done on the station,
to buy a flock of sheep, not ouly for the meat supply for the station, but for the purpose of breeding and
having a better income from wool, T was alse enubled to replace some of the station plant and to et the
rest repaived for the better working of the station; while other things wero bought from this money, which
were generally supplied in former years from the annual vote for Aborigines,

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10. All the able-bodiod men and boys worked en the station at feneiug,
clearing ground, and looking after stoek.

11. Fishing aml hunting are still pursued by the blacks, but owing to the dry season the fishing
has been a complete failure, as the usual flood waters have not come dewn from the lake,

cultivating, gardening,

12. We had one ease of drankenness, but the offending parties were proseented and fined.

13. As a spirit of dissatisfaction was vnised among the blacks here, we had a visit from the Hon.
the Chief Secretary, D. N, McLeod, Esy., M.P., and A. A. (. Le Sout, Esy., Viec-Chairman of the
Board for Aborigines, As everything was fully inquived into and the Llacks received the Fullest atiention
regarding this, 1 feel it my duty to express to those gentlemen who thus officially visited this station my
sincerest thanks for the wise and able as well as kind manner with which they dealt with the case. I am
glad to.report that a better and more contented spirit prevails among the natives since then.

14, All the rations and clothing were of good s|uality, and the supplies liberal, and on behalf of the
blacks I have again much pleasure in tendering my thanks to the Board and yon for the kind and wise
distribution of the money voted by Parlinment for the care and maintenance of the Alwrigines.

15, T ought to state, before closing, that, owing to the kind and liberal thoughtfulness of the
Board, our people celebrated Her Majesty’s Jubilee in a loyal st happy munner, and 1 am sure the day,
ag well as the rejoicings they had, will live for mauy years iu their memories.

3. Religious services arc kept every morning aml evening during week days, and Sunday sorvices
twice, which are all well attended. Religious instraction is given to all the children five times a week,
and Sunday achool is carried on in the usnal way with very good results in all the classes.

4. The school in eonnexion with the Department of Education is attended by all the children
within the required ages, nnd very good progress has been made through the caveful teaching of Miss
Armour. The Inspector’s examination for results was vory satisfactory.  Several of the children obtained
their certificatés at the same examination. Miss Armour has sinee been transforred to a higher school,

- and Miss Seymour has been appointed in her place.

5. Ay stated in [ast year’s Report, 1,400 acres of our reserve having been handed over to the
Departmont of Agriculture, only about 830 acres remain now for the Aboriginal Reserve, which is
subdivided into several padilocks and a number of gardens for the private nse of the Aborigines.

6. The number of stock of all kinds ix at preseut 163, being 63 cows, 24 heifers, 39 sicers, 31
calves, 2 bulls, 4 working bullocks, and 2 dranght horses. “T'wenty-six cows, 2 steers, and | leiler have
been killed for tho supply of meat, and 19 lLead have been solil,  Nearly all the cows are lroken in for
milkers, and give a good supplyof milk and butter during the season,
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7. The total income from the station has again been small, and natorally will remain so in fnture
on aceount of the reduction of the reserve.  We hada very good crop of hay, nnd & great suppiy of
potatoes, and all kinds of vegetables, as well as a rich ha:vest of fruit, especially apples, so that the blacks
could receive regulur supplies during the geason, The income and expenditure hax been as follows

All accomuts lhave been duly examived, audited, and passed by the General Inspector of
Aborigines.

8. The number of huildings on the station is the same as last year, and all the eottages nre fully
oceupied, so that ere long it will be necdod to have one or two new eues erected for newly married people.
The cotiages ave all in good repair, and are generally kept clean and well,  We have crected some new
and very substantial fences during the paét year, and hope to,carry on the same work for some time
longer.

9. All able-hoedied men who do a cortain atsount of work receive n small allowance of wages in
addition to their usual supplies of ratious, clothes, and other things.

10. Fishiog and hunting is still carried on by the blacks, theugh not to the extent as formerly.

11. There has been very lirtle drinking notieed among the people helonging to this station.

12, The state of health among our people has not been good during the past year, sud, with all care
and medical attention, seven persons of all ages have passed away.

13. The supplies of elothes and rations have been of very good guality, and sufficient in quantity for
all, for which I desire lo express the best thanks to the Government and the Board in the name of all our
people.

3. Religious services have been heold daily and on Sundays, which have been regularly attended.
Religious instruction to the children has been given on week days, and Sunday school is regunlarly held.

4. The school, which iz under the Education Department, is progressing under the tuttion of Miss
Tyrie.
d 5. The quantity of land belonging to the Mission Reserve is 3,607 acres, which is fenced in by a
strong post, rail, and wire fenee. It is divided into several paddocks for pasture and cultivation for hay.

6. The stock on the station consists now, after having killed a good many sheep and cattle for our
meat supply, of 4 cows, 6 calves, 4 heifers, 1 bull, 300 sheep, and 4 horses, A great number of sheep died
of starvation.

8. The nnmber of cottages for the blacks is ten; some are of limestome, others weatherboard
houses ; other buildings are the church, school-house, and missionary’s house, all built of limestonc.

9. The employment of the blacks was mostly elearing and cutting down trees, ploughing, gardening,
and fencing,

10, Native game is very rare; fishes are few,

11. I am glad to say I had no trouble with the blacks getting intoxicated, as they are kept away

from public-houses.
.12, The half-castes have now nearly all left the stations, except those who are here by permission

of the Board.

14. The rations and clothes supplied by the Board have been very gond and sufficient.

I return my sinccrest thanks to the Board and to you, Sir, for all the needful assistance given
to our people for their welfare.
