In 1981 12 young Asians in Bradford
were accused of conspiracy to make petrol
bombs in preparation for a fascist attack.
In their defence the “Bradford 12”
argued that oppressed people had the
right to physically defend themselves

from racist attacks. They argued that
the police could not be trusted to do so
because they were institutionally racist.

After a nine-week trial, the jury
acquitted the 12 and established the vital
legal precedent that self-defence is no
offence.

Some 34 years later another group of
Asian men, the “Rotherham 12”7, were
charged with violent disorder following a
peaceful protest against the Nazi Britain
First. The jury found all those who stood
trial not guilty.
