Mr. Williams told the pupils that he had spent 4%} years
with the A.L.F., the last seven months as a prisoner of
war, when for five days he went without food.

He is now 73 years of age.

Mr. E. Cockburn, who is also an Anzac, and who has
been acting manager at Murrin Bridge, was guest
speaker for Anzac Day.

On the Sunday, 29 pupils in uniform, from primary
classes at Murrin Bridge School, joined in the Anzac
Day march at Lake Cargelligo.
