They feature short texts and conversations in Dalabon, Jawoyn, Kriol, Mayali and a small amount of]
English. Speakers include Phillip Ashley, Lily Bennett, Marie Brennan, Mildred Brennan, Queenie
Brennan Bangtrn, Ivy Brumby, Derek Dalywaters, June Jolley, Margaret Katherine, Maggie Tukumba
and Rosita Tukumba. The recordings were collected with a view to incorporating them into new
musical works by James as part of his ongoing ILanguages Project, featuring various endangered
languages from around the world. The Australian recordings were deposited at AIATSIS on 21
February 2011 by Sebastian Harris, a fellow composer based in Katherine, NT, who acted as James'
linguist and guide.
