They
document stories, songs and performances from several different language groups including
Anindilyakwa, Garrwa, Mayali, Rembarrnga, Wulagi, Yanyuwa and Alawa. Interviewees and
performers include Floriti, Helen, Molly Bungurimera, Agnes Budgamara, Jingle, Maggie Yuendya,
Gilbirr, Rosu, Elphine, Josephine, Rosemary, Spider, Jack Williams, Jemima, Willie Ngawuji and
unidentified participants.
