These recordings were collected between November 1965 and October 1967 by linguist Margaret
Sharpe, an AIAS (now AIATSIS) grantee, while on fieldwork at Woodenbong in New South Wales,
Woorabinda, Emerald and Brisbane in Queensland, and Ngukurr, Nutwood and Minyerri in the
Northern Territory. The purpose of the field trips was to document the languages, stories and songs of
the Indigenous peoples of these areas. The cultures which were investigated are Yugambeh and
Bundjalung of northern NSW; Gangulu, Gooreng Gooreng, Mamu (Malanda dialect), Guugu
Yimidhirr, Wakaya, Wangkumara, Kuungkari, Biri and Galali from Queensland; and Alawa, Mara,
Ritharrngu, Warndarrang, Ngalakan, Yanyuwa, Mangarrayi and Gurdanji from the Northern Territory.
The interviewees and performers include Joe Culham, Adrian [Eddie] Conway, Johnson Mate Mate,
Willie Toolban, Henry Bloomfield, Victor Reid, Willie Healy, Fred Grogan, Nugget Swan, Ted
