These recordings were collected between 1964 and 1970 by Bruce and Elizabeth Sommer across the 
Cape York Peninsula, mostly in the Rutland Plains area. The recordings documnt narratives, language 
and cultural discussion in the Oykangand,  Kawarrangg, Olgol,  Bakanha, Yirrk-Thangalkl and Ogh 
Undjan languages. Speakers include Elizabeth Henry, Nancy Gordon, Maudie Koolatah, Doris 
Lawrence, Gracie Cecil, Maggie Edwards, Kathleen Major, Cecil Rutland, Alma Luke, Maudie Yam, 
Doris Rory, Lawrence Dunbar Lucy Native, Annie Leonard, Frank Yam, Frank Brumby, Maudie
