In 1969, at age 19, he was convicted 
and sentenced to death for his participation in a 
police shootout. In 1972 California abolished the 
death penalty and he was resentenced to life with 
the possibility of parole. Because of his political 
beliefs he remains in prison while 98% of the 
people on death row in California in 1972 have 
been released.
