AMI Marketplace - Install Guide
Installing the Kumolus — AMI Marketplace is a 4 step process.

1. Create Prerequisites

2. Launch the Kumolus AMI

3. Run the Configuration Wizard
4. Login and Getting Started

Step 1 — Create Prerequisites
Before we launch the Kumolus — AMI Marketplace — you will need to perform the following tasks;

1. lIdentify the appropriate location for your Kumolus installation (AWS Account, VPC,
Subnet)

2. Install an RDS database to be used for configuration data (a sample cloud formation
template is provided below, this includes a daily snapshot)
