 This year Padatik Football League won the champion 

trophy of the IFA nursery league, who will be now 

promoted to under 14 Nursery group and would 

participate in the next yearõs Nursery ô4õ Group. 

Durbar has won this opportunity after defeating 

11 teams from the South Zone. Out of 9 matches 

durbar remained undefeated. They could 

outright 7 matches, 1 was draw and they got 

walkover in the remaining last match. Durbar has 

made 32 goals in the process. Presently Durbar 

is preparing for òChampion of Champions Leagueó. 

The teams succeed in gaining attention from the 

visitors and others for 
their resounding success in 

the arena of football.  As a 

result of which more number of children from the community as well as children from 

other marginalised communities are showing their interest to join the football academy run 

by the Durbar.
