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The UNCT Maps on the UNPAF’s Four Pillars 

The Office of the Resident Coordinator, with the support of the UNPAF M&E group 

developed a set of maps around the four pillars of UNPAF, namely: Institutional 

Environment, Education and Skills, Health and Poverty.  

The maps are based on the 2001 and 2011 Population and Housing Censuses, Namibia 

Demographic and Health Survey (2013), Namibia Index of Multiple Deprivation and 

Poverty Mapping (2011), Namibia Food Security Monitoring bulletin (2015) of the 

Directorate of Disaster Risk Management of the office of the Prime Minister and  the 

Education Management Information System (2011-2012). 

The following maps were compiled namely: Education Deprivation (School Attendance), 

Education Access and Results, Infant Mortality (Stunting and Teenage Pregnancy), 

Overall Health Rank (Diabetes and Hypertension), HIV/AIDS and Non-Communicable 

Diseases (Diabetes and Hypertension), Overall Health Rank, Drought (Food Insecurity), 

Poverty (Material and Living Environment Deprivation), Employment Rate, Water and 

Sanitation and Population.  The maps were compiled from a total of 22 indicators. 
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
