No Compromise in

Defense
of

Human activities—from hunting to habi-

tat destruction—have already driven
countless species to extinction, and the process
isonlyaccelerating. The destruction of the Earth
and its sustainable indigenous cultures has led
to tragedy in every corner of the globe.

Meanwhile, scientists have confirmed what
indigenous cultures have taught for thousands
of years: all forms of life are vitally connected.
Removing even a single strand from the web of
life produces a widening ripple of catastrophe.
On a more spiritual level, Earth Firstlers under-
stand that we can never be the healthy humans
that we were meant to be in a world without
wilderness, clean air and the howling of wolves
under the moon.

It is not enough to ask politicians and cor-
porations to destroy less wilderness. We need
to preserve it all, to recreate lost habitats and
reintroduce extirpated predators. We need to stop
and reverse the poisoning of our air, water and
soil, as well as the modification of life’s genetic
code. Itis not enough to oppose the construction
of new dams and developments. It is time to free
our shackled rivers and restore the land.

Earth First! formed in 1979, in response to
an increasingly corporate, compromising and
ineffective environmental community. It is not
an organization, but a movement. There are no
“members” of EF!, only Earth Firstlers. We believe
in using all of the tools in the toolbox, from grass-
roots and legal organizing to civil disobedience
and monkeywrenching. When the law won't fix
the problem, we put our bodies on the line to
stop the destruction. Earth First!’s direct-action
approach draws attention to the crises facing the
natural world, and it saves lives.

Guided by a philosophy of deep ecology, Earth
First! doesnotaccepta human-centered worldview
of “nature for people’s sake.” Instead, we believe
that life exists for its own sake, that industrial
civilization and its philosophy are anti-Earth,
anti-woman and anti-liberty. Our structure is
non-hierarchical, and we reject highly paid “pro-
fessional staff” and formal leadership.

To put it simply, the %arth must come first.
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T he very future of life on Earth is in danger.

I mismo futuro de la vida en la Tierra estd en peligro. Las

del habitat—ya han extinguido especies innumerables, y
el proceso solo se va acelerando. La destruccién de la Tierra y
sus culturas indigenas sostenibles ha producido tragedia en cada
rincén del mundo.

Earth First! (“jLa Tierra Primero!”) fue formado en 1979 como
respuesta a una comunidad medioambiental cada vez mas corpo-
rativa, inttil y cediendo. No es una organizacién, sino un movi-
miento. No hay “miembros” de Earth First!, solo Earth First!istas.
Creemos que se debe usar todas las herramientas en la mano,
desde la organizacion local o legal hasta la desobedencia civil
o el sabotaje. Cuando la ley no arreglara el problema, ponemos
nuestros cuerpos en el riesgo para impedir a la destruccion.

Guiado por una filosofia de “ecologia profunda,” Earth First! no
acepta una opinién del mundo antropocéntrico, que ensefia que la
naturaleza solo existe para los humanos. Al contrario, creemos que
la vida existe por la vida, y que la civilizacién industrial y su filosofia
se oponen a la Tierra, la mujer y la libertad.

Direct Action

environmental movement, you've got to move! Di-

rect action means personal, spiritual and strategic
efforts to defend the Earth. Earth First! is defined by action,
the purpose of which is to:

Halt the Destruction: Force governments and cor-
porations to stop their exploitive extraction of natural
resources. Even seemingly “symbolic” direct actions
can stop the machine by costing time, money and
credibility.

Raise the Stakes: Send a clear message of “No more
business as usual” to the despoilers. Demonstrate to the
world that when all of our letters are ignored and our legal
appeals denied, we still refuse to accept the destruction of
the Earth.

Attract Media: You
can’t hope to change
people’s minds or put pres-
sure on politicians without
calling attention to the
damage. Civil disobedi-
ence can expose an issue
through capturing the
interest of print, television
and radio media.

Strengthen Resolve:
Direct action is the most
empowering event imag-
inable, a rite of passage
that fills the participant
with a feeling of deep con-
nection to a threatened
place and a community
of resistance.

E arth First! is a verb, not a noun. In order to be an

Demonstrations

Demonstrationsinclude marches, rallies and street theater
that present our position to the public and the media, mak-
ing demands of corporate raiders and government pawns.
Some Earth First! actions have included 200-pound stumps
deposited on rangers’ desks, manure from cattle grazed on
public lands stacked against air conditioning vents, pro-
tests held outside the homes of timber executives, helium
balloons hoisting placards inside convention centers, and
100-foot banners strung above highways, down smokestacks
and across buildings.

To be most effective, a demonstration should be:

Uncompromising: Have clear intent, tactics and specific
targets. Identify the perpetrators by name and address.
Target them relentlessly.

Creative: Create unique and surprising actions that
challenge and amuse.

Informative: Get out the clear goals of your cam-
paign with factsheet handouts, news releases, songs,
skits and chants.

Flexible: Be ready on a moment’s notice to revise plans
as the situation changes, taking advantage of unforeseen
opportunities, as in the sudden appearance of an offend-
ing executive or an unwanted piece of heavy equipment.
Come up with a quick alternative when the governor  is
not in, when the building is sealed off, when the cops are
out in force or when the meeting has moved to another
location.

Occupations

Take over the boardrooms, offices and even the homes
of unresponsive decision makers and bureaucrats. EFlers
have put up tents in land managers’ offices and locked
ourselves to their furniture, invaded the homes of industry
CEOs and put cardboard on the air conditioning intakes
of a district ranger’s
office, forcing them
to shut down their
computersin the over-
100-degree heat.

Blockades

The proper place
for an Earth Firstler is
often directly in the
path of the machin-
ery that is destroying
the wilderness or your
community. This may
be a symbolic gesture
of defiance; it may
also stop them in their
tracks. Either way, it
is a sure-fire way to
take the focus out of
the boardrooms and
hearing chambers and put it back where it belongs—in the
wilderness at the scene of the crime.

Targets can include logging equipment, radioactive waste
shipments, livestock trucks, dam sites and mines. Methods
include sitting in the road or chaining yourself to cattle
guards, gates, doors or equipment. Other actions may call
for locking yourself to concrete-filled barrels or raising and
sitting in tripods. The longer a blockade lasts, the more ef-
fective it is—though even brief, symbolic blockades have
proven very effective in building public support.
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Treesitting

Treesitting has been used successfully to shut down
logging of ancient forests for months, even years, at a
time. Earth Firstlers have rigged cables to surrounding
trees to prevent them from being cut and to cross over
to different parts of the canopy. For this you will need
experienced help and safety tips, which various Earth
First! groups can provide. Workshops are generally held
at EF! gatherings.



Gets the Goods

Affinity Groups & Direct Action

Strategic direct action requires a code of integrity. Every-
one involved should agree to a common set of principles
or the media and police may focus on the conduct of a few
participants rather than the original intent of the action.
Be thoughtful about who you work with, whatever your
tactics might be.

If you are committed not to move—even if it means your
arrest—stand your ground. To break and run might defeat
the purpose of your action and endanger others. Don’t put
yourselfin a dangerous position unless you are willing to face
danger. Otherwise, choose a less risky role in the action.

No drugs, alcohol or weapons should be carried at the
site of any Earth First! action.

Identify potential arrestees in your affinity group ahead of
time and have a list of their names and addresses. Pair each
of them up with a support person who can be responsible for
their keys, identification, etc. Monitor and record any arrests
using a camera or video if possible and follow them through
the legal process until they are released, prepare for a trial,
where cases can be preseneted all over again in a high pro-
file public spectacle at the courthouse. Some EF! trials have
been able to bring in expert witnesses and use a “necessity
defense” to justify their urgency.

Plan your actions well. Prepare street theater, songs,
costumes, banners and handouts in advance. Make a
news release for all of the radio, television and newspa-
per outlets in your area. Stick to a few short paragraphs
describing the destruction you plan to stop or the wilder-
ness you propose for protection, making clear the desired
result of your actions. It is a good idea to put in a few
quotes attributed to one or more of your spokespersons.
A good news release should be no more than two pages,
although one page is preferred. It is better for the media
to call for more information than it is to issue a long,
rambling news release.

Send out news releases a few days before your event.
Withhold sensitive information until the action occurs.
Follow up with phone calls to the media the day before
the action. Never assume they’ve read your release. Get the
name of the reporter and ask them if they plan to come.
You might hint at the more radical (photo opportunity!)
aspects of your action, but don’t tip them off to anything
that the cops shouldn’t know ahead of time. Don’t promise
a more radical scenario than you can really come up with
or the press may not cover your future events. Look for
the reporters that promised to show up and make sure
that they have someone in your group to talk to who is
knowledgeable, well-spoken and presentable.

Meet before the action to circle up and focus on the emo-
tional, biological and spiritual motivations for your urgent
work. Circle up again afterward to make sure that no one
is unaccounted for, discuss what did or didn’t work, plan a
time to meet and do it again!

MonkeywRENCHING: Ecotage, ecodefense, billboard ban-
dits, desurveying, road reclamation, tree spiking, arse’n
around... All of these terms describe the unlawful sabotage
of industrial extraction and development equipment, as
a means of striking at the Earth’s destroyers where they
commit their crimes and hitting them where they feel it
most—in their profit margins.

Monkeywrenchingis a step beyond civil disobedience.
Itis aimed only at inanimate objects. It is one of the last
steps in defense of the wild, a deliberate action taken
by an Earth defender when almost all other measures
have failed.

Although Earth First! is often associated with the
practice and mystique of monkeywrenching, the
organized elements of the Earth First! movement do
not engage in monkeywrenching. Any person openly
spouting off about sabotage should be avoided, as they
may either be a wingnut or an agent provocateur.

Monkeywrenching is not mindless—targets are care-
fully picked for their strategic value. There is a time and
a place for everything. Knowing when not to engage
in sabotage is equally of value. For instance, monkey-
wrenching during public civil disobedience jeopardizes
all who are present.

Although some individual Earth Firstlers may be active
monkeywrenchers, the Earth First! movement neither
advocates nor condemns monkeywrenching officially.

Ecodefense: A Field Guide to Monkeywrenching contains
detailed information on sabotage techniques as well as
discussions of security, safety and strategy. The book is
out of print, but freely available on the internet. Any
potential monkeywrencher would do well to study it
carefully before embarking on the potentially danger-
ous path of ecotage.

Inventen alternativos si el gobernador
esté ausente, el edificio esté inaccesible, la
policia aparescan en grandes numeros o la
reunion cambie de lugar.

Ocupacion Prolongada

Invadan a las oficinas o aun las casas de
burdcrates u oficiales indiferentes. EFlistas
han instalado carpas dentro de oficinas de
los directores de tierras publicas y se han
encadenado a sus muebles. Han invadido
las casas de ejecutivos y han tapado las
rejillas de aire acondicionado en la ofi-
cina de un guardabosques, forzandole a
apagar sus computadores en el calor de
40 grados.

Bloqueos

Hay veces que el lugar de un Earth First!ista
sea directamente delante de una maquinaria
destructora. Quizas sea un acto simbolico;
quizds detenara a los ofensores. De cualquiér modo, es una
tactica garantizada a llamar la atencion fuera de las oficinas
y dirigirlo otra vez al medio ambiente, donde se cometen los
crimenes.

Los blancos posibles incluyen la maquinaria que destruye
los bosques, envios de material radioactivo, transportes de
ganado, las presas y las minas. Podrian sentarse en la carretera
o encadenarse a las puertas, verjas o el equipo. En algunos
casos, la situacion exige encadenenarse a barriles llenos de
cemento o erigir tripodes y sentarse en ellos. Cuanto mas dura
un bloqueo, mas eficaz es, pero aun los bloqueos breves han
creado mucho apoyo publico.

Bloqueos y Ocupaciones en los Arboles

La tactica de ocupar una plataforma en los arboles ha de-
tenido la destruccion de los bosques ancianos por meses, y
a veces por afios. Earth Firstlistas han conectado cables a los
arboles cercanos para impedir que estén cortados y para mo-
verse por el dosel. Antes de atentar esta tdctica, necesitaran
ayuda con experienciay consejos de seguridad. Varios grupos
Earth First! pueden ayudarles con esto, y se puede conseguir
entrenamiento en las asambleas de EF!.

Accion Directa y Grupos de Afinidad

La accion no violenta exige una norma de honor. Todos los
participantes tienen que consentir en principios comunes, o
los medios y la policia tal vez concentrardn su atencién sobre
unos cuantos participantes y no la intenciéon de la protesta.
Tengan cuidado al escoger con quien trabajan, y asegirense que
todo el grupo esta de acuerdo sobre los directrices, cualquiér
tactica que usan.

Si la accion requiere de no moverse, aunque estés arrestado,
quédate en tusitio. Huir en ese momento podra dafiar el espiritu
de la protesta y poner a otros en peligro. No se pongan en una
situacion peligrosa si no estén
preparados a enfrentarlo sin
moverse. Si no, escogan otra
manera de protesta.

Nadie deber traer las drogas,
elalcohol, olasarmasde fuego
a una accion de Earth Firstl.

Antes de su accién, identi-
fiquen alos quien puedan estar
arrestadosy preparen unalista
de sus nombres y direcciones.
Ellos deben hacer pareja con
alguein que se responsabilize
de sus llaves y identificacion.
Alguien debe grabar los arres-
tos con camera ovideo, y todos
deben apoyar a los comparie-
ros hasta su liberacién.

Planeen sus acciones con
cuidado. Preparen teatro,
canciones, gritos, disfrases,
cartelones y folletos por ad-
elantado. Preparen un comu-
nicado de prensa para todos
los periodicos y las estaciones
locales de radio y television.
Enumeren en unos cuantos
parrafos la destrucciéon que
desean detener o el bosque
que desean proteger, poniendo
en claro cual es el resultado que buscan con sus acciones.
Es buena idea incluir unas citas atribuidos a su vocero. Un
comunicado bueno debe ser dos pdginas maximo, pero una
es preferible. Mejor es que la prensa les interroge despues
buscando mas informacién, y no redactar un comunicado
indeciso y errante.

Despachen los comunicados unos dias antes del evento.
iNunca revelen los detalles secretos! El dia antes del evento,
confirma con una llamada. Nunca supone que han leido al
comunicado. Habla directamente con un reportero, fija su
nombre, y pregunta si asistird al evento. Alude a los aspetos
radicales de la accion (joportunidad para fotos!), pero nunca
revela informacién que la policia no debe saber. No prometan
un evento mas dramatico que puedan producir, o tal vez la
prensa no asistira a sus eventos en el futuro. El dia del evento,
busqua a tus reporteros y asegura que hablan con alguien en-
tendido, presentable y que se expresa bien.

Retnanse antes de comenzar su accioén y recuérdense de
las razones emocionales, biolégicos y espirituales para su
obra urgente. Retinanse después para asegurarse que no falta
nadie, evaluar lo positivo y negativo de la accién, y jplanear
para la proxima!

Campaigns: Earth First!
campaigns target human ac-
tions that adversely impact
biological diversity. This can
include ancient forest de-
fense, endangered species pro-
tection, opposition to urban
sprawl and the preservation
of sustainableindigenous cul-
tures. To protect a bioregion,
Earth Firstlers connect with
it through our hearts and
souls. To become acquainted
with that which we fight for,
we spend time exploring our
watersheds, mountains and
canyons, just feeling the wild-
ness of these places.

Contact:Your group needs
a contact person with a mail-
ing address, phone number
and email who will respond to
inquiries and share them with
the group. Thisinformation is
also listed in the EF! Journal.
Maintain a mailing list and
phone tree for announcing
meetings and events.

Security: The importance of re-
sponsible security with personal in-
formation and associations must not
be underestimated. Be smart, be aware
and get to know the people in your
group. Read Agents of Repressionby Ward
Churchill and J.J. Vanderwall, which
chronicles the effects of state repres-
sion on other resistance struggles.

is a helpful pamphlet available from
the EF! Journal.

Money: Some of the most common
funding needsare for printing, postage,
logistics of actions and demonstrations,
legal feesand court fines. You may want
to set up a special bank account for
your group, with at least two people
allowed to sign checks.

Fundraising: Some ideas include
benefit concerts, slideshows and
tabling; public requests for funding

and the Internet; auctions of goods
and services; bicycle pledge rides;
foundation grants; school money from
campus clubs for EF! presentations; EF!

Meetings: Gather for potlucks, hikes,
music, swims, etc. Meet to strategize,
plan and carry out your actions!

Tactics: Education through hand-
outs, newsreleases, articles, public pre-
sentations, attendingand commenting
at public meetings, etc.

Demonstrations and Civil Dis-
obedience: These are what won
women the vote, emancipated slaves
andretracted the US military-industrial
machine from Vietnam. The quickest
and surest way to get a new EF! group
going is to do a fun, nervy action!
Bold, creative, confrontational actions
generate media coverage and an-
nounce your presence to friends
« and foes. Civil disobedience is
a deliberate, thought-out act of
conscience, even when decided
on spontaneously. Whenever
youshowup toademonstration,
you risk arrest and physical at-
tack by the police or opponents.
Be prepared with an affinity
group, media spokespersons and
jail support.

The EF! Journal: All are
encouraged to submit articles
to the EF! Journal and its online
newswire. Use the Journal to
update the movement on your
campaigns. Announce opportu-
nities to attend your gatherings.
If you do an action, write about
it and send it in.

Wholesale copies of the EF!
Journal are mailed out to con-
tacts to be sold at full cover
price as a fundraiser for local
groups. Contact the Journal of-
fice to arrange to have a bundle
of magazines shipped to your
group each issue. Individual
EFlers are expected to subscribe,
since the EF! Journal depends on
subscriptions to survive.

A regional newsletter can compli-
ment the Journal and focus on local
issues, list local events and demon-
strations, and provide more leeway
to fit in other items. Production, writ-
ing and mailing should be done as a
group to get the maximum number
of voices represented and to share the
workload.

Directaction requires courage, commitment, train-
ing and the ability to focus on urgent issues. It also
requires money. In 2009 an Earth First! Roadshow
traveled the US for 5 months to network, train and
coordinate with the activists who are the backbone,
indeed the heart and soul, of the Earth First! move-
ment. The roadshow was able to fund their tour
and generate funds for other EF! projects, with the
assistance of campus and community groups. Out
of that Roadshow, the EF! Speakers & Musicians
Bureau was born.

Without financial support, many EF! projects and
actions would never have gotten off the ground. In

1985, an EF! Direct Action Fund (DAF) was created
to support EF! campaigns. Unfortunately, the
DAF has not been able to continue providing
donations. The EF! Speakers Bureauishoping
tofillthatnichein movement fundraising,
so that activists will have access to action
resources: tools, climbing equipment,
props, banners and transportation. But it

will take your help.
With support from the Direct Action
Fund, Earth Firstlers “cracked” the Glen
Canyon dam on the Utah-Arizona border;
occupied tiny platforms for weeks, months
and even years to protect old-growth Douglas fir
trees in Oregon and redwoods in California; buried
themselves up to their armpits to prevent roads from
being cut into Idaho wilderness; locked themselves
to concrete-filled barrels at a nuclear plant under
construction in Tennessee and snowshoed across
treacherous terrain in British Columbia to interfere
with wolf hunting... The list goes on. And we want

it to keep going!

The EF! Speakers Bureau has no fancy office, no
professional staff. This way, our meager resources
can be put where they will do the most good—on
the frontlines to defend the wild.
