ELECTIONS IN GREAT BRITAIN.

The Liberal Party has stolen the thun-
der of Ramsay Macdonald and his col-
leagues by taking as their clection slogan,
“*Nationalisation of Mines.”” The ratifi
cation of the treaty with Soviet Russia,
together with the withdrawal of a sedition
charge against the editor of the ““Workers’
Weekly,”” forced the dissolution. The
Labour Government has given a short,
sharp lesson to the British workers, it has
hammered home the fact that emancipa-
tion can mever come through reform poli-
tics. If again elected to power, the posi-
tion of the Labour Government will be
worse thap ever, they are being ground
between the millstones of & militant work-
ing-class and a capitalist-class in whose
interests they must govern.

GUNBOAT DIPLOMACY IN CHINA.

The following exeerpt (London **Daily
Herald’’) is indicative of Great Britain’s
‘“‘peace policy’’ :— .

Moscow, Wednesday.—1 have been able
to obtain one of the first copies that has
left China of the vehement manifesto
issued by Dr. Sun Yat Sen, the enlight-
ened President of the South China Re-
public, against what he calls the ‘“Brit-
ish gunboat diplomacy’’ in Canton. Dr.
Sun says:—

“‘From the moment when Chen Lim
Puk. in complicity with the Hongkong and
Shangbai Bank, began a rebellion against
my Government, I had reason to suspect
that the movement was supported by
British Imperialism.

1 was reluetant to believe this in view
of the British Labour Party’s professions
of xvmpathy for cxploited peoples. T was
hopetul that the Labour Government
would replace the old gunboat poliey,
which had hitherto heaped disaster and
humiliation on China, by an era of inter-
national honesty.

mies apd deliberately lies—Bob Taylor

(Union Becretary) calls his lying binff '

through daily press. .

3. Unemployed leaders are hmed by
detectives from Criminal Investigation
Branch. This eftempt to frams # ‘orim-
inal charge against them failed.” * ~

4. “‘Daily Standard’’ and *‘Worker’’
conduct a lying attack against unem-
ployed, and refuse to publish lesters in
reply. .

5. Lamont (AW.U. Secretary und
wage-reducer ) calls in police to eject
members of unemployed from ‘‘ Worker”’
Building—after permission had been
granted for use of hall.

6. Cabinet Ministers refuse to se¢ vu-
employed deputations.

7. Theodore (Premier, wage-reducer,
and squatter’s friend), interviews deputa-
tion. Calls one man ‘‘a damned Liar’’ for
telling the truth, and threatens to have
him ‘‘bundled out on his heels.””  He
then commented on his work to the com-
munity as compared to the unemployed.

Unemployment cannot be abolished un-
der the present system of society, but to
a limited extent it can be alleviated. This
the Labour Party refuse to do, because it
would offend the exploiters. It is time
Theodore and his wage-reducing colleagues
were thrown out of the Labour Movement.
