Israeli occupation soldiers stormed the family homes of a number of slain Palestinians across the city. A
PIC news reporter identified the slain Palestinians, who got their homes ravaged, as Taher Funun,
Mustafa Funun and Abdul Rahman Muswada, in a move aimed at paving the way for a projected
demolition procedure.

The occupation soldiers further rolled into al-Khalil's southern neighborhoods and wreaked havoc a
number of civilian homes.
