 stated in the beginning that we had sought structured discussion on
the issue of corruption and we shall discuss it. But, all the leaders
would like to make their comments on the statement made by Hon.

Prime Minister. Before I set out to put forth my views on this statement, I
would like to make one point. The Minister of Parliamentary Affairs is
duty bound to ensure smooth functioning of the House. He has to ensure
smooth conduct of the proceedings of the House with coordination with
all the parties and groups and certainly by speaking less and maintaining
his cool composure.

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shoulders of the Delhi Police. In this country, the anti-corruption campaign
is going on for last so many days. As a result of which, three Members of
the Ruling Party are languishing in the jail. Today this movement is being
lead by Shri Anna Hazare but the attitude of the Government defies any
sane thinking. The behaviour of the Government is disbalanced. This
statement mentions of Parliamentary supremacy in 4-5 paragraphs. The
Prime Minister's mention of Parliamentary processes and enactment of
laws through the due process of Parliament. The very first question I
would like to ask from the Prime Minister as to who threw to the wind the
Parliamentary processes? Who decided to discuss this issue with the
team Anna ignoring the entire Opposition? Five senior Minister of the
Government including the Leader of the House sat with team Anna to
draft the Bill. When Shri Anna visited us, we asked him as to why they
kept the entire Opposition out, to which they replied that they had made
this point to the Government that the members of the Opposition Parties
should also be there on the Committee. But the Government replied that
they themselves and the members of the team Anna are O.K. I would,
therefore, like to ask if that was O.K. then why the tone and tennor of the
Government changed after they fell apart.

Then the Government turned to the Parliamentary process, wrote
letters to us and called a meeting of the Opposition Parties. One senior
Minister of the Ruling Party who sat with them in all meetings, later
dubbed them as corrupt. The Spokesman of the ruling Party who is an
Hon. Member of this House says that Anna Hazare is neck deep in
corruption. I would like to make a humble advice to him that he has just
started his political career and he is elected to this august House for the
very first time, therefore, he should learn modesty and mind his language.
Today, I would like to say to the Prime Minister that the Government is
out to undermine the Parliamentary processes of which he is making
mention in his statement. The second thing he has mentioned in the 11th
paragraph of his statement that the Government acknowledges the rights
of the citizens. There cannot be anything untrue than this. On the night
of 4th June, who lathi charged the supporters of Swami Ramdev? Was it
protection of citizens’ rights? Recently, on August 9, the workers of the
BJYM were also lathi charged on the day of ‘Quit India Movement’. Was
it also an attempt to protect the rights of the citizens? Was it also protection
of citizens’ rights to arrest Shri Anna Hazare from a residence in Mayur
Vihar who did not even violate the section 144? Some Hon. Member from
the Ruling Party was saying that the statement made by the Prime Minister
is good but I would like to very emphatically say that this is the pack of
lies. The whole country was agitated on the issue of corruption yesterday
but with its actions and conduct the Government has proved not only to

be corrupt but oppressor also. If the RSS lends its support to any movement
in the country then our Minister of Home Affairs gets very agitated. I
would like to ask the Prime Minister that the separatists under the
leadership of Shri Gilani come to Delhi and make anti-India speeches in
Delhi but the Delhi Police does not move at all. Therefore, this Government
is the protector of the rights of such people but when a saffron clad saint
or any Gandhian bearing a Gandhi cap or an RSS activist comes to Delhi
then he is lathi charged. I wonder as to why the Government is irked by
the RSS. In fact, the RSS is a patriotic organization. As many as 116
members of this House, 45 Members of the other House and seven Chief
Minister of States have faith in RSS. Yesterday, as many as four senior
Ministers of this Government while defending the Government on different
Channels were responding that such questions should be put to the
Commissioner of Delhi Police. It simply shows that this Government is
indecisive and is not able to defend its own decisions. Will anybody buy
this argument that the Prime Minister is unaware of these issues and the
Commissioner of Delhi Police is deciding as to where the fast would take
place, as to for how many days the fast would be allowed and as to how
many people will be allowed to participate. This nation has framed the
Constitution and the Constitution has given the right to protest. As far as
the Bill is concerned we also have some reservations about various
provisions of the Jan Lokpal but now this fight is not for Lokpal or Jan
Lokpal but the greater issue is that of citizen’s rights. The kind of
undemocratic attitude the government adopts outside the House, the
same attitude it adopts inside the House to muzzle the voice of the
Opposition. This Government has brazenly attempted to undermine and
malign the dignity of the Constitutional Institutions. The CAG is attacked
both inside and outside this House. The Members the ruling Party create
unnecessary din in the PAC. One institution of Speaker was left but
yesterday the Minister of Parliamentary Affairs challenged the Ruling of
the Speaker thereby undermining the dignity of the Chair. This country
will never forgive for the treatment meted out to Anna Hazare.

The entire nation has come on to the roads. We the Opposition have
never allowed and would never allow the supremacy of Parliament to be
undermined. In the year 1975 this ruling party had assaulted the supremacy
of Parliament. We shall not allow the supremacy and dignity of Parliament
and Judiciary to be maligned but the citizens’ rights are top of all.

Today, country is independent. If this Government tries to violate
the rights of the citizens then we shall oppose it with full strength at our
command and I reject this statement in full.
