As the police officers of the Districts are directly in charge of the Law and Order situation in
the Districts and also responsible for the security and safety of electors, election materials
and election personnel transfer of police officers during the election period will adversely
affect the arrangements for free and fair election. The Commission has therefore directed
that no police officer of any District as mentioned above in the State shall be transferred

during the current election period without the Commission's prior written concurrence.

This may be brought to the notice of all concerned for compliance.
