He later 

returned to Paris and became in 1881 editor of “Journal des économistes”.

exchanges after the pattern of the goods and stock exchanges. After the 

coup d’état in 1851 he returned to Brussels and was appointed to professor 

in political economics at the Belgian museum of industry, founded and 

directed the journal “L’économie belge”, settled anew in Paris, and was 

1870–76 editor-in-chief of “Journal des débats’ [sic] as well as “Journal 

des économistes” (1881–1909), after which he anew settled in Brussels. — 

One of the men of marks of French economic liberalism, M. together with 

Bastiat, Michael Chevalier et al. cleared the way for the advancement of 

the ideas of free trade in France in the middle of the 19th century. He later 

on put forward the plan for a Central European customs federation and 

worked in the beginning of the 20th century for a general European union 

of free traders. M., who has been characterized as “the law of supply and 

demand made into man”, saw in the development of the system of joint-

stock companies the path to the social

question’s solution. Capable of a thoroughly enlightening style, he 

fought still after having reached the age of ninety with a downright 

religious zeal for his individualist view and against socialism and State 

intervention. Amongst M.’s books may be named Les soirées de la rue 

Saint-Lazare (1849), L’évolution économique du XIX:e siècle, théorie du 

progrès (1880), Les lois naturelles de l’économie politique (1890), Les 

bourses de travail (1893), Comment se résoudra la question sociale 

(1896), Esquisse de l’organisation politique et économique de la société 

future (1901), Économie de l’histoire, théorie de l’évolution (1908), Ultima 

verba (1910), several travel books from European and Transatlantic 

countries etc. (E. H. T.)

SIGNATURE 

The 1913 entry is signed “E. H. T.”, which stands for “E(rnst) H(erman) Thörnberg”. 

(E. H. Thörnberg [1873–1961] was a Swedish journalist and writer of books; amongst 

his chief interests were popular movements, economics, and sociology.) 

That the signature appears within parenthesis means that E. H. Thörnberg was the 

entry’s reviewer, not its author. 

PHONETICS 

A “¯” over a vowel indicates a long sound. (One may note that [for some reason] the 

lexicographers’ preferred pronunciation of “Molinari” was “Molinarī” in the 1887 

entry but “Molināri” in the 1913 entry.) 

In the contemporary notation of the International Phonetic Association, the 1913 

entry’s pronunciation indication “[må-]” corresponds to “[mɔ-]”. 

TYPOGRAPHICAL ERROR 

As has been pointed out with the use of “[sic]”, the 1913 entry contains a typo-

graphical error consisting of a single quotation mark being used instead of a double 

quotation mark.
