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What Is OCAP?

OCAP is an organization that fights for the rights of poor people. We
have been organizing in Toronto and Ontario since 1990. We bring the
poor, unemployed, migrant, disabled and homeless people together to
defend each other and organize to fight back against the powers that
attack us. Landlords, bosses, the police, corporations and the government
institutions that serve them, all have a stake in attacking people living

in poverty and keeping us poor. We respond to these attacks through
disruption and building public pressure. We don’t simply register our
dissent. We fight with dignity and strength and we fight to win.
