


Richard and Tom Remembered

Richard Tom

On December 7, 2005, after 26 years of im-
prisonment, Richard Williams passed away in
Butner Federal Prison. Richard was one of
the last remaining UFF prisoners.

Richard’s death was directly related to the 15
months of isolation following 9/11. The iso-
lation and inhumane treatment ultimately
broke his health. Despite such conditions,
Richard’s spirit and determination remained
strong to his very last breath.

On July 30, 2019, Tom Manning died behind
the walls of USP Hazelton, in West Virginia.
Tom suffered medical abuse at the hands of
the Bureau of Prisons (BOP), including mis-
management of pain relief and rehabilitation
following joint replacement surgery, ultimately
succumbing to a heart attack. Make no
mistake —the state killed Tom Manning,
perhaps not in a hail of bullets, but the
responsibility lays no less at their feet.

Richard and Tom will always be remembered
not only for their commitment to those who

suffer under repressive systems, but also for
their endless love and devotion to those who

had the pleasure to call them comrades. Words

cannot convey the loss this world has endured
with each of their passings. Few could com-
pare to their dedication to the human spirit.
