is in alarm. 'There have beon meetings
throughout the whole State, to adopt measures to
find out the ringleaders, and to appoint patroles.
We are out patrolling every night. Last night 1
wasin & company to fide about the country to the
lantations, to see iflevery negro was at his home.
here was a white man taken uvp at Vicksburg,
concernad with-the negraes ; they called a court
together and brought him inguilty, and hung him
right off. ere have been three more white men
taken up, but they have not had their trials yet.
In Livingston, a. town 12 miles from here, they
e & negro six hundred lashes, before he would
gisunver anything; then he informed them that
the blacks were to rise on the 4th of July.  The
juil here is full, and_they are bringing 1n_more
every day. We hada meeting here (o day to
form a volunteer company, to be ready ata min-
utes mpce, and we are prepared with guns and
ammunition.

vz |. Whilst L am writing this, thereis alarge meet-

ing here to adopt resolutions to protect the citi-
zens, also to send on to the Secretary of War to
send & company of soldiers to protect the citizens
of the county.  They hanged two negroes yes-
terday at Livingston, and they have about fifteen
more that they are going to hang. [We had four
brought in here this morning toexamine, and ex-
pect they will hiangr one of them.

The Court has just adjourned. They tried
three blacks and flogged them all. 7' one of
them they gave 1200 lashes. Thore were: threc
white men at the head of the insurrectien, that
bave run away.

FRUITS OF SLAVERY.

On Sunday morning the 28th ult. considera-
ble commotion was produced in our village, by
the southern stage driving up to the jail, and dis-
charging four colored  persons, two men and tWo
wormen, into the custody of the jailer. On in-
quiry, it appeared, that inmediately after the ar-
rival of the stage, the sheriff of Franklin county
in this state arrived, and arrested them on the
credit of an advertisement, stating-that the pri
oners had stolen . large amount of property, in-
cluding a bank check of $1000, from Col. Rich-
ard M. Johnson of Kentucky. The two men, it
appeared, were Indian_ students at the Choctaw
achool in Scott county in that state—and werc
stated in the advertisement to have seduced
the girls, who it was also stated would no doubt
willingly -consent to_go back, if they could be
separated from their infamous seducers! They
remained in custody until Monday morning—
when they were taken out before Justice Hum-
phreyville on regular process, charging them
with’ stealing, etc. from Col. Johnson, for the
purpose of exemination. Messrs. Olcott, Floyd
and Tiffany volunteered their services in bebalf|
of the prisoners—and after a foll and vory crit-
{eal ‘examination, the Indians were discharged,
and the gitls (who wers slaves) were delivered
up, under the statute law of this state, to. the
agent of Col. Johnson, to be taken back to Ken-
tueky to be tried for Larceny. The Justice in
rendering judgment, regretted the necessity he
was under of sending. these people back to'sla-
very—protested hisabhorrence of the infamous
practice, and hope,i such a case might never oc-
car in the discharge of his nﬁeia:l duties.

2. Do not use your tongue too much,it is ¢
kind of waste gate, to let off the thoughts s they
collect and expand the mind; but if the wane
gato is olways open, the water will soon rin
shallow. Many pople use their tongues toomuch.
Shut the gate and let the streams of thought flow
in till the mind is full, and then you may letoff
with some effact.

3. Never let the stream of passion more the
tongue. Some people when they are about to
put this member in motion, hoist (he wrong gate,
they let out passion instead of reason. The
tongue then mokes a great deal of noise, disturbs,
the_quietude of the neighbors, exhausts the per-
son's strength and does no good. The whirl-
wind has ceased, but what is the benefit?

5. Never put the tongue in motion while your
respondent has his.in motion. ‘The two steans
will meet, and the reaction will bo so great thit
you will Both bespatter yourselves.

Some claim the privilege of
reporting ali the news, and charge others not
to do so. Your neighbors will not allow you
to monopolize this busincss. If you have oy
thing to be kept secret, keep it yourself.
