IDENTIFY VOTER INTIMIDATION

Any activity that causes a voter apprehension about casting a ballot

Any civilian, government official, elected official, law enforcement

Online, poll site, a private space like at home or at the office, in a public space or building

Physical or online presence, words, or actions expressing or implying that adverse
physical, psychological, monetary, or reputational harm could result from voting

BE SAFE

1. Be safe: Do not engage. Maintain distance.

2. Ensure voter safety: Calmly remind voters not to engage.

DOCUMENT & REPORT

If you can do so safely, monitor the situation from a distance and document all of the following:

1. TAKE VIDEOS AND PHOTOS FROM 2. WRITE DOWN AND NOTE:
