CONSTITUTION OF THE FEMALE ANTi-
SLAVERY SOCIETY OF PHILADELPHIA.

ADOPTED 12th mo. I4th, 1833,

Whereas more than two miflians of our
fellow creatures of these United States are
held in abject bondage; and whereas we
believe sluvery, apd the prejadice against
color, are contrary to the laws of Gud, and
Yo the principles of our far famed Declara-
tion of Independence ; and recognizing the
right of the slave to immediate emancipa-
tion :—We deem it our duty, s professing
Christians, to manifest ourubhorrence of the
flagrant injustice and decp sin of slavery, by
‘united and vigorous exertions for its spoedy
removal, and for the restoration of the peo-
ple of color, to their inalienable rights.  For
this purpose, we, the undersigned, agroo to
assécinte ourselves, under the name. of ¢The
Philadelphia Female Anti-Slavery Séciety,’
to be governed by the following rules:

Anmicte 1. The object of the Society
shall be to collect and disseminate correct
information of thie character of slavery, the
actual condition of the elaves and of the free
people of color; for the purpose of inducing
the commanity generally, and our sisters
particularly, to unite in removing this foul
stain from our boasted land of liberty, and to
adopt such measures asmay bein our powcr,
to dispel the prejudice against the people_of |
color, to improve their congition, and to bring
about the speedy abolition of Slavery.

But, in relation to Africa, as the wicked-
ness of scattered and sarage nations is not
so invincible or 8o honorable, as that of free
and enlightened people ; to assail the same
wrongs there, without fear or favor ; and by
way of putting down the African slave trade,
to line the coastof Africa with foreign forts !!
and to expect that the stranger-merchants,
and soldiers and laborers, whom they plant

Such are the remedies of the American
Colonization Society.

The Anti-Slavery Societies, and Anti-
Colonizationists of the United States, offer
another remedy.

They déclare that the slave trade and sla-
very are as truly criminal in the United States
as in Aftica, and therefore ought to be asin-
stantly and utterly abolished. They declare
that truth is as mighty in the United States,
as elsewhere, to overturn sin.

They declare that the weapons of truth,
wielded frankly and fearlessly in love, are the
only weapons which they use or will use, orby
which they expect to conquer. They invite
every one, who loves the truth, immedistely to
join them ; and they shew them that not to
join, or to counteract them, is tosubserve di-
rectly orindirectly, the perpetuation of crime.
They repel the gross and shameless stander
which is 80 brutally showored upon the suf-
fering colored people, and nssert and support
their right to protection while living, and to
a_grave, upon death, in their native country.
