Each takes a ticket and waits for their number to 
be called. But what happens when their number is 
never called, the door locks & reality starts warping. 
Without the fire or torture devices, would you realise 
you were in hell? This bold reimagining of a Sartre 
classic is not to be missed. 

A vibrant, messy, heartfelt show for anyone who’s 
grown up with the girls they met in the first year of 
high school. Four women on the cusp of graduating 
indulge in a trip down memory lane (quite literally) 
to retrace the landmarks of their friendship whilst 
coming to terms with what is driving them apart. 

Boyname beckons you under their skin. Through 
the fluidity of their body, the fester of old wounds, 
the grace of torn petals, theirs is a sermon of self-
loathing and self-love, where each painstaking 
minute is curated by delicate, unflinching hands. 
Come, Reconcile. 

You’re invited to take a seat at the kitchen table and 
break bread with an Algerian Australian family, as 
they try to make a better life with a sense of humour, 
bright optimism and an unseen legacy. A warm, semi-
autobiographical story about what we carry from our 
loved ones, and the past that makes us who we are.

The past 
made sense, the past was safe… but like a river flows 
to the sea, change is inevitable.

Cassius meets Dom (online, that is) and now it’s 
time for a happily ever after. But it’s not that 
easy, even if we’re told otherwise. In this updated 
celebration of modern dating, love is the salty 
seasoning to a delicious night of dating that ends 
up as twisted as a pretzel. 

When one of their own is diagnosed with cancer, 
four friends set out on an impossible quest: make 
time each week to play Dungeons & Dragons. 
Based on a true story, Same Time Next Week is a 
puppet musical about the joy of play, the healing 
power of laughter, and the stories we tell together. 

In the middle of a scorching summer election 
campaign, four teenagers get together to change the 
course of history. To not just be a part of democracy 
but rewrite it their way. Do we change the system 
from within or blast it open and create something 
entirely different? 

Careful of the explosion.
Don’t sit on the sidelines. 

Everything Flickers is a tapestry of images 
constructed through the collaboration of dance, 
live music, performance and visual arts. It laments 
the ways that funding cuts have belittled the arts 
industry while celebrating the resistance of artists 
nonetheless. As we fight to salvage the universal 
language of art, the act of finishing a sentence will 
become, in itself, a revolution. 

A retelling of all the most surreal moments 
in Australian politics that you’ve never heard 
before. Tales of hubris, debauchery, romance and 
espionage. Every one of them unbelievably true. 
Thoroughly researched, joyously presented and 
utterly unique, this show will give you a completely 
different perspective on our shared political field 
and the characters you find within it. 

Evie just moved to a place where it’s always 
raining. But before her 10th birthday tomorrow, 
she’s going to stop it. Then, Alex arrives at her 
door. Evie doesn’t trust him but, as her closest 
cat confidant points out, the rain isn’t something 
you can stop alone. And so, the adventure, and 
the greatest friendship of all time, begins.

Between the usual offerings of a 
Coles roast chicken and how-was-school-today’s, 
it seems like they’d rather be remembering. Three 
generations of the Wilson family reminisce on the 
good ol’ days in this relatable and political family 
dramedy about the bewitching power of nostalgia.
