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A tape recording of the following
statement, made by our fallen com-
rade, George Jackson, was played to
the thousands who attended the revolu-
tionary memorial services for our
Field Marshal, We print it here for
your close study,

that trained into us from infancy; or

The co-optation thing is a mechanism
of the Amevican brand of fascism.
We have to undevstand that first, In
essence, how it works is that each
group, each social unit, lavger than
two, the powers-that-be will approach

that doesn't work, they’ll explain to us
how actually our goals are the same
as theirs and that they’ve not such
bad guys after all, But it's worked.
It’s worked in the past. You've heard
the storvies, the tales about white

Amervica and the establishment not
being able to deal with Black national-
ism. Well they have been. They've
built foundations, you know, the Ford
Foundation, Rockefeller Foundation,
and so forth. They bought them off.
How do we stop those things from
happening., As far as Pm concerned
our dialectic, our intentions, our goals
are so mutually exclusive to those of
our opposition, that I can’t see any-
wheve we can find anything to agree
on, And, we have to stop it vight from
the beginning. In other words, no ac-
ceplance of tokens, none whatsoever,
in the building of the People's world.
We do it on our own. We do it with
our own facilities, And to say that
we can’t do it, to say that we don’t
have the personnel, that we don’t have
the financial means is just like saying
that producers can’t prvoduce, that
breadmakers can’t make bread. We
don’t need them, That’s the whole point,
So we stop them by barring them com-
pletely from our program.

We can’t limit ourselves to any one
particular form of struggle; but I'm
saying that the people who arve given
the wresponsibility of deciding which
facilities that we’ll take and use for
our own, for the building of the infra-
structure, for owr own, I think that
these people should use extveme cau-
tion and always bear in mind that the
underlying motive is tokenism, and at
all times be - cynical, Take, yes; but,
take it in the spivit of reparations,
and vepavations only.,

We have a very, very, very touchy,
Jundamental problem; and, I think it
begins with the ideal - I don’t think
we fully understand the period or stage
that we're in right now, the stage of
the struggle that we've in vight now.
The ideal situation, wheve each man can
be a man, can be an individual - and
I don’t mean in the existentialist sense -
wheve each man can be truly free, to
make decisions on his own, Make
decisions on his own, and from his
own mind, We haven’t reached that
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we snalch that thing up oul of its
process and look at it as it WAS, we’re
looking at a thing that’s dead. It's a
thing in process, just like everything
else, It goes through a state of in-
fancy, maturity and then, of course,
decline, The prestige of power at its
maturity is a thing that will prevent
people from acting against that power.
This pig is a psychological thing, a
state of being whevein the bourgeoisie
reign of terror need not vely on vio-
lence to sustain itself, It’s wvelying
on something that happened in the
past, or some accompdlishment, or
somz, let’s say, coup, that went down
in the past, where it secured itself.
And it’s drifting at this point, the
prestige of power means that it’s
drifting at this point and living off its
laurels. At this stage, people just are
not inclined to attack that power. So,
consequently, our first attace is on
the prestige of powzv. That was Jona-
than’s job, to destroy the prestige of
power, the iconoclastic act of cvushing
symbhols. Once these symbols are
crushed, and people see that they are
vuierable, then we can move on lo
the aciual destruction of the baszs of
power. Because power, after, after
the destruction of the prestige of power,
power will be forced to revert back
to its orviginal force, raw brute force
- viclence.

First of all, I'd like to clear up a
couple of points in that area that have
come up, cviticisms of my pavticulur
analysis of fascism. First, I would
like to state unequivocally that com-
plete totalitarianism, the pevfect to-
talitarian state is impossible. We've
had 6,000 years of hievarchy; we’'ve
had 6,000 years of attempts, of men
making attempts to place themselves
above society, It’s never worked; it’s
never wovked. So, in essence, pure
fascism, pure totalitavianism is im-
possible, first of all, Then I'd like to
emphasize that fascism vight from the
beginning I~ and when I say beginning,
I’m going all the way back to the point
wheve monopoly capital fivst stavted its
formation - the  culmination of
monopoly capital was the fascist cor-
porative, And it took diffevent forms
in different countvies; and those dif-
ferent forms weve principally account-
able to the differing national situations,
the differing crises that the particular
nations were facing; and, of course,
the diffevence in time and place in
