SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated to the Department of Health and33

SECTION 2. FTP AUTHORIZATION. In accordance with Section 67-3519,17
Idaho Code, each of the programs in Health and Human Services listed below18
is authorized no more than the following number of full-time equivalent po-19
sitions at any point during the period July 1, 2024, through June 30, 2025,20
unless specifically authorized by the Governor. The Joint Finance-Appro-21
priations Committee will be notified promptly of any increased positions so22
authorized.23

SECTION 3. GENERAL FUND TRANSFERS. As appropriated, the Office of the4
State Controller shall periodically make transfers from the General Fund to5
the Cooperative Welfare Fund as requested by the director of the Department6
of Health and Welfare and approved by the Board of Examiners.7

SECTION 4. TRUSTEE AND BENEFIT PAYMENTS. Notwithstanding the provi-8
sions of Section 67-3511, Idaho Code, funds appropriated in the trustee and9
benefit payments expense class shall not be transferred to any other expense10
classes during fiscal year 2025.11

SECTION 5. PROGRAM INTEGRITY. Notwithstanding any other provision of12
law to the contrary, the Department of Health and Welfare shall be required13
to provide those services authorized or mandated by law in each program, only14
to the extent of funding and available resources appropriated for each bud-15
geted program.16

SECTION 6. EDUCATIONAL NEEDS. The Department of Health and Welfare,17
Division of Behavioral Health, shall be responsible for the educational18
needs of school-age children placed in its custody by the Judicial Branch for19
either child protective issues or mental health issues. If the department20
places a child in a licensed residential treatment facility that includes21
a nonpublic accredited school and it is determined by the department that22
it is in the best interests of the child to be educated at the residential23
treatment facility, then it is the responsibility of the department to pay24
for such education per student, per educational day. Other Idaho state agen-25
cies shall not be precluded from exercising their responsibility to ensure a26
free and appropriate education for these students within the requirements of27
federal disability law. The fiscal impact of this section is included within28
existing department base appropriations.29

SECTION 7. CHILD ABUSE PROTECTION TREATMENT ACT FUNDS. Of the amount30
appropriated in Section 1 of this act from the Cooperative Welfare (Federal)31
Fund, a minimum of $42,000 of federal Child Abuse Protection Treatment Act32
(CAPTA) funds appropriated to the Department of Health and Welfare shall33
be provided to the public health districts each year. Funds for each pub-34
lic health district shall be distributed at one-seventh (1/7) of the total35
amount, which shall be used for the citizen review panels pursuant to Section36
16-1647, Idaho Code.37

SECTION 8. TRANSFER OF APPROPRIATIONS. Notwithstanding the provisions38
of Section 67-3511(4), Idaho Code, funding provided for the personnel costs39
expense class in each division shall not be transferred to any other expense40
class within the Department of Health and Welfare during fiscal year 2025.41

SECTION 9. MEDICAID TRACKING REPORT. The Department of Health and Wel-42
fare's Division of Medicaid and Division of Indirect Support Services shall43
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deliver a report that compares the Medicaid appropriation, distributed by1
month for the year, to the actual expenditures and remaining forecasted ex-2
penditures for the year on a monthly basis to the Legislative Services Office3
and the Division of Financial Management. The report shall also include a4
forecast, updated monthly, of the next fiscal year's anticipated trustee and5
benefit expenditures. The format of the report and the information included6
therein shall be determined by the Legislative Services Office and the Divi-7
sion of Financial Management.8

SECTION 10. TRANSFER OF APPROPRIATIONS. Notwithstanding the provi-9
sions of Section 67-3511, Idaho Code, funding provided for the trustee and10
benefit payments expense class in the Department of Health and Welfare's11
Division of Medicaid may be transferred in excess of ten percent (10%) among12
the Coordinated Medicaid Plan, Enhanced Medicaid Plan, Basic Medicaid Plan,13
Expansion Medicaid Plan, and the Medicaid Administration and Medical Man-14
agement Programs, but shall not be transferred to any other budgeted program15
or expense class within the Department of Health and Welfare during fiscal16
year 2025.17

SECTION 11. MEDICAID MANAGED CARE IMPLEMENTATION. The Department of18
Health and Welfare's Division of Medicaid shall provide a report to the19
Legislative Services Office and the Division of Financial Management on20
progress in integrating managed care approaches into the state Medicaid21
system. The format of the report and information contained therein shall be22
determined by the Legislative Services Office and the Division of Financial23
Management. The report shall be submitted no later than December 1, 2024.24

SECTION 12. COST-SHARING REQUIREMENT. The Department of Health and25
Welfare shall implement cost-sharing in the Division of Medicaid, as re-26
quired by Section 56-257, Idaho Code, to the maximum extent that is federally27
allowable for the expanded population of children whose families' gross28
taxable income exceeds one hundred eighty-five percent (185%) but does not29
exceed three hundred percent (300%) of the federal poverty limit (FPL), for30
Medicaid-eligible services as identified in House Bill No. 43, as enacted by31
the First Regular Session of the Sixty-fourth Idaho Legislature.32

SECTION 13. BUDGET INTEGRITY. Notwithstanding any other provision of33
law to the contrary, and consistent with its cost containment strategy, the34
Department of Health and Welfare's Division of Medicaid shall submit its35
budget request in accordance with applicable Idaho law as of the date of36
submission. This section does not prohibit the agency from making requests37
of the Legislature that would impact any portion of the department's budget.38
However, any proposed changes to Idaho Code with an anticipated budgetary39
impact shall be identified in narrative form only, without numerical en-40
tries. Further, the department shall submit its budget request based on the41
forecasted amount for the most recent month available from the report iden-42
tified in Section 9 of this act and for the estimated needs of maintaining43
operations of the division.44
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SECTION 14. SUICIDE PREVENTION AND AWARENESS. The amount appropriated1
in Section 1 of this act for the Suicide Prevention and Awareness Program2
shall be used in accordance with the plan developed by the various stakehold-3
ers as required by Section 6, Chapter 340, Laws of 2018. Further, the program4
shall continue to work with all relevant stakeholders to maximize the moneys5
appropriated for this purpose. The Department of Health and Welfare's Divi-6
sion of Public Health Services shall provide a report to the Legislative Ser-7
vices Office on the implementation of the program no later than November 1,8
2024.9

SECTION 15. CASH TRANSFER. Of the amount appropriated in Section 1 of10
this act from the Cooperative Welfare (General) Fund, there is hereby appro-11
priated and the Office of the State Controller shall transfer $640,000 from12
the Cooperative Welfare (General) Fund to the Rural Physician Incentive Fund13
on July 15, 2024, or as soon thereafter as practicable, for the Department of14
Health and Welfare for the period July 1, 2024, through June 30, 2025.15

SECTION 16. HOME VISITATION PROGRAM. Of the amount appropriated in Sec-16
tion 1 of this act, $1,000,000 from the Cooperative Welfare (General) Fund17
shall be distributed to the public health districts for the purpose of the18
Department of Health and Welfare's Home Visitation Program. These moneys19
shall be distributed according to a formula set by the public health district20
board of trustees, pursuant to Section 39-411, Idaho Code.21

SECTION 17. PROJECT ECHO. Of the amount appropriated in Section 1 of22
this act from the Cooperative Welfare (General) Fund for the Health Care Pol-23
icy Initiatives Program, $200,000 shall be distributed to the Washington,24
Wyoming, Alaska, Montana, and Idaho (WWAMI) Medical Education Program for25
the continued implementation of Project ECHO.26

SECTION 18. SMOKING CESSATION. Of the amount appropriated in Section 127
of this act, $1,278,700 from the Idaho Millennium Income Fund shall be dis-28
tributed to the public health districts for the purpose of prevention and29
cessation programs for tobacco, vape, and other substances as funds allow.30
These moneys shall be distributed equally among the public health districts.31

SECTION 19. PROJECT FILTER ALLOWABLE USES. Of the amount appropriated32
in Section 1 of this act, $2,000,000 from the Idaho Millennium Income Fund33
shall be expended for the purposes of prevention and cessation programs from34
tobacco, vape, and other substances as funds allow. No moneys for Project35
Filter from the Millennium Income Fund shall be used for sponsorships or pas-36
sive advertising.37

SECTION 20. REPORTS ON FACILITY LICENSING AND CERTIFICATIONS. The De-38
partment of Health and Welfare's Licensing and Certification Program shall39
provide biannual reports to the Legislative Services Office Division of Bud-40
get and Policy Analysis and the Division of Financial Management on the sta-41
tus of facility licensing and certifications as well as staff workload and42
caseload issues. The format of the report and the type of information in-43
cluded therein shall be determined by the Legislative Services Office and44
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the Division of Financial Management. The first report shall be submitted1
no later than December 31, 2024, and the second report shall be submitted no2
later than June 30, 2025.3

SECTION 21. LIMITING TRANSFER OF LEGISLATIVE APPROPRIATIONS. Notwith-4
standing the provisions of Section 67-3511, Idaho Code, Cooperative Welfare5
(General) Fund moneys appropriated to the Department of Health and Welfare's6
Divisions of Mental Health Services and Psychiatric Hospitalization may be7
transferred between divisions but shall not be transferred to any other di-8
vision or program within the Department of Health and Welfare without leg-9
islative approval.10

SECTION 22. INTERAGENCY PAYMENT FOR A JUVENILE DETENTION CLINICIANS11
CONTRACT. No later than July 16, 2024, the Department of Health and Wel-12
fare's Children's Mental Health Program shall make an interagency payment13
of $327,000 from the Cooperative Welfare (General) Fund to the Department14
of Juvenile Corrections to be used for the purchase of contract clinician15
services with juvenile detention facilities in Idaho for the period July 1,16
2024, through June 30, 2025.17

SECTION 23. BEHAVIORAL HEALTH COMMUNITY CRISIS CENTERS. The seven be-18
havioral health community crisis centers shall submit records that indicate19
the levels of funding support by fund source. The format of the report and20
the information included therein shall be determined by the Legislative Ser-21
vices Office Budget and Policy Analysis Division. The contents of these re-22
ports shall aid in providing a clearer understanding of the financial sit-23
uations of the behavioral health community crisis centers. These reports24
shall be submitted by the Department of Health and Welfare to the Legislative25
Services Office Budget and Policy Analysis Division no later than December26
31, 2024.27

SECTION 24. EXEMPTIONS FROM PROGRAM TRANSFER LIMITATIONS. The Commu-28
nity Hospitalization Program is hereby exempted from the provisions of Sec-29
tion 67-3511(2), Idaho Code, allowing unlimited transfers into the Commu-30
nity Hospitalization Program from other programs within the Department of31
Health and Welfare for all moneys appropriated to it for the period July 1,32
2024, through June 30, 2025.33

SECTION 25. ACCOUNTABILITY REPORTS. Funds specifically identified in34
statute or in an appropriation act as intended for a certain purpose may35
be used only for that purpose. Funds provided in this act are subject to36
accountability reports and management reviews in accordance with Section37
67-702, Idaho Code, provided the Legislative Services Office auditor has38
sufficient resources to conduct those reports. State agencies who are au-39
thorized to contract for outside audits shall submit those reports to the40
Joint Finance-Appropriations Committee when those reports become avail-41
able.42
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SECTION 26. An emergency existing therefor, which emergency is hereby1
declared to exist, this act shall be in full force and effect on and after2
July 1, 2024.3
