CELTICS QUICK NOTES

The Celtics won their fifth straight game in Miami after collecting a 104-84 win on April 27 to lead the series 2-1... The Celtics held Miami to 12 points
in the first quarter, tied for the fourth-fewest points allowed in a 1st quarter of a playoff game in franchise history (7 pts vs. Atlanta, 4/19/16; 10 vs.
Knicks, 5/3/13; 11 vs. Heat, 5/28/12; 12 vs. Heat, 4/27/24; 12 vs. Bucks, 4/20/18).

Boston's 84 points allowed were its fewest allowed in a regular season or playoff game since 5/25/22 at Miami (W, 93-80)... The C's have held a
Playoff opponent to 84 or less points nine times since 2013... The Celtics conceded their fewest amount of team turnovers (5) in a game since
5/27/2018 vs. Cleveland.

For the third time in his playoff career, Jayson Tatum registered at least 20 points, 10 rebounds, and five assists, without committing a turnover... It
also marked his ninth double-double in his last 10 playoff games against the Heat and his 37th career playoff double-double... Tatum is 5th in playoff
double-double games since the 1979-80 season, behind Parish (90), Bird (87), McHale and Garnett (46).

Jayson Tatum surpassed Tony Parker for the third-most playoff points scored by a player 26 or under with 2,309 career points, behind Kobe Bryant
(2,594) and LeBron James (2,578)... His 229 playoff threes are the most ever by an NBA player 26 and under.

The Celtics dropped a 111-101 loss to the Heat in Game 2 of the first round and will head to Miami with the series tied 1-1... Derrick White hit a
three-pointer and then followed it up with an and-1 to cut the lead to five points, 94-89, with 6:22 left in the fourth quarter, but couldn’t overcome the
deficit.

Jaylen Brown scored 21+ points in a half for the seventh time in his postseason career and he finished with 33 points, eight rebounds, one block,
and one steal... Brown has registered at least 30 points and eight rebounds in four career playoff games, and tonight marks his first such game since
5/21/2022 vs. Miami (40 pts, 9 rbs)... Brown is 39 points shy of becoming the 11th Celtic with 2,000+ playoff points.

Jayson Tatum scored 28 points on 50.0 percent shooting from the field (10-20FG) and added eight rebounds and three assists... White scored 13
points on 5-0f-8 attempts from the field and dished out a team-high-tying four assists, and one block... Jrue Holiday added nine points, three
rebounds, and a pair of steals... Holiday has recorded multiple steals in 32 career playoff games, which ranks 22nd among all NBA players since he
was drafted in 2009 and is tied with George Hill and Al Horford.

The Celtics won Game 1 against the Heat with a 114-94 victory at TD Garden on April 21... The Celtics are making their 10th consecutive playoff
appearance for the longest active streak in the NBA. Boston held its opponent to fewer than 94 points for the 12th time since the 2020 postseason,
which is the second-most such games in the NBA during that span.

Jayson Tatum registered his first career playoff triple-double with 23 points, 10 rebounds, and 10 assists, becoming the 11th Celtic in franchise
history to record a postseason triple-double... He joins Marcus Smart, Rajon Rondo, and Paul Pierce as the only players to accomplish that feat since
1992... Tatum is also the second player in franchise history to record a triple-double in Game 1 of the first round along with Bird (1990, 1991)

The Celtics became only the fifth team in NBA history to have seven different players make multiple three-pointers in a playoff game... Boston is also
the fifth team in NBA history to post at least 22 made three-pointers and 10 offensive rebounds in a playoff game.

The Celtics matched their playoff record 22 made three-pointers as they went 22-for-49 from beyond the arc (.449 3FG%) compared to the Heat’s 12
made threes on 37 attempts (.324 3FG%)... The last time the Celtics hit 22 threes was Game 7 of the 2022 Eastern Conference Semifinals against
Milwaukee.

The Celtics concluded the 2023-24 regular season with a league-best 64-18 overall record, marking the fourth-most wins in franchise history, trailing
the 1972-73 season (68-14); 1985-86 season (67-15); and 2007-08 season (66-16)... The C's also earned their NBA-record 14th 60-win season,
followed by the Lakers in second with 11.

KRISTAPS PORZINGIS NAMED EASTERN CONFERENCE PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Kristaps Porzingis was named the NBA Eastern Conference Player of the Week for games played from April 1-7... Porzingis collects his fourth career Player of the Week
award and his first honor since Jan. 2, 2023. Porzingis becomes the fourth Celtic to win the weekly honor this season, joining Derrick White (March 25), Jaylen Brown
(March 4), and Jayson Tatum (Nov. 6)... He led the Celtics to another perfect 4-0 week with wins over Charlotte (118-104), Oklahoma City (135-100), Sacramento (101-
100), and Portland (124-107) and was the only player in the NBA to average at least 19.0 points, 10.0 rebounds, 3.0 blocks, and 1.0 steals during the week.

MOST 60-WIN SEASONS IN NBA HISTORY

The Boston Celtics clinched the best overall record in the NBA with a 135-100 win against the Oklahoma City Thunder on April 3... The Celtics improved to 60-16
overall, including a league-best 33-3 at home, and have reached the 60-win mark for the first time since 2008-09... The last time the C’s were the No. 1 overall seed
was in 2007-08 when the squad finished 66-16.
e The Celtics currently hold a 15-game advantage over the No. 2 seed Milwaukee Bucks, which would tie the second-largest season-ending lead in NBA history...
The all-time NBA record is 16 games held by Golden State (1975-76), and the St. Louis Hawks (1959-60; 1958-59).

White earns his
second career Player of the Week award (Feb. 13, 2023) and becomes the third Celtic to win the weekly honor this season, joining Jaylen Brown (March 4) and Jayson
Tatum (Nov. 6). The Celtics are the only team in the NBA to have three different players earn the recognition this season.
e White helped lead the Celtics to an undefeated 4-0 week with wins over Chicago (124-113), Detroit (129-102; 119-94), and Milwaukee (122-119). White was the
only player in the NBA to average at least 20.3 points, 6.5 rebounds, 8.8 assists, and 1.0 blocks during the week.
e Only NBA player to register at least 35 assists and fewer than six turnovers and he grabbed the second-most rebounds among Eastern Conference guards with 26
boards. White boasted the second-best plus/minus in the East at +41, trailing only teammate Payton Pritchard’s +53 (min 75 MP)

DERRICK WHITE POSTS FIRST CAREER TRIPLE-DOUBLE

Derrick White recorded his first career triple-double with 22 points (8-20 FG, 6-12 3FG), 10 rebounds, 10 assists, two steals, and a block in the C’s 119-94 win over
Detroit (3/18)... White joins Jaylen Brown as the only two players to post a triple-double this season and is one of only 11 Celtics to accomplish that feat since 2015.
e White is just the third player in Celtic history to post a triple-double while making at least six threes, including Payton Pritchard vs. the Hawks last season.
e White scored his 5000th career point on a 3-pointer at the 9:52 mark of the 4th quarter and has knocked down at least 6 three-pointers in a career single-season
high five games.

HAUSER RAINS THREES

Sam Hauser posted career-highs of 30 points and 10 made 3-pointers to help Boston beat the Wizards 130-104 on March 17... The Celtics are now 26-17 on St.
Patrick’s Day all-time and have won three of their last five matchups on the day... Jayson Tatum also scored 30 points (8-17FG) with six threes and added six rebounds,
six assists, three steals, and a block... Hauser and Tatum are the 1st duo in NBA history to score at least 30 points apiece while playing fewer than 27 minutes.

o Horford became the sixth player in NBA history to record at least 14,000 points, 8,400 rebounds, 3,400 assists, and 1,200 blocks in a career, joining Kareem
Abdul-Jabbar, Tim Duncan, Kevin Garnett, Pau Gasol, and Dirk Nowitzki.
e On 2/27, Jrue Holiday grabbed his 4,000th career rebound at the 8:44 mark in the first quarter vs. Philadelphia and became only the seventh active NBA guard
with at least 4,000 career rebounds including James Harden, Russell Westbrook, Stephen Curry, DeMar DeRozan, Chris Paul, and Kyle Lowry.

rebounds, 3.0 assists, and 1.0 steals in 29.3 minutes per game. Brown was the only player in the NBA to average at least 28 points while shooting better than
60.0 percent from the field and 45.0 percent from three-point range (min. 3.0 3FGA) on the week.

FIRST TEAM IN NBA HISTORY WITH THREE 50+ POINT WINS

Boston posted their third-largest winning margin in franchise history with a 52-point win against the Warriors (140-88) on March 3... The Celtics also recorded their
largest margin of victory against the Warriors in franchise history, beating out the previous record of 51 points on March 7, 1962 (153-102).
e The Celtics became the first team in NBA history to record three 50-point wins in a single season... The Celtics have won 13 of their last 15 games, including 11
straight for the longest overall winning streak in the NBA this season, and own the best home record at 29-3.
e On 3/3, Brown (25) and Tatum (22) combined for 47 points in the first half to extend their lead 82-38 at the break... The 44-point scoring margin is Boston's
largest halftime lead in franchise history, beating out the previous high of 39 points that was achieved in 2007 against Denver and in 1987 against Philadelphia.
e Only three other teams in NBA history have recorded a 44-point differential at halftime, including the Dallas Mavericks (2020, 2014), Golden State Warriors
(1991), and Seattle SuperSonics (1967), per Basketball Reference.

On Feb. 22 at the Chicago Bulls, Jayson Tatum tallied 25 points (8-17 FG, 5-10 3FG), seven rebounds, five assists and three steals in 35 minutes... Tatum has scored 20-
plus points in 13-straight games (1/22-2/22), marking the sixth time in his career that he has recorded such a streak... Tatum, Larry Bird (8x) and John Havlicek (6x) are
the only players in Celtics history with six or more 20-point streaks spanning at least 13 games.
e The performance also marked the 13th consecutive game that Tatum had registered at least 20 points and seven rebounds dating back to Jan. 22, which stands
as the third longest streak in Celtic history, trailing only Larry Bird with 15 games and Kevin McHale at 14.

Jayson Tatum was selected to his fifth All-Star game while Jaylen Brown made his third All-Star appearance and was the first NBA All-Star to compete in the Dunk

e Brown and Tatum combined for 59 points and 15 rebounds in the East’s 211-186 win at the 2024 All-Star Game in Indianapolis... The Celtics duo will be a part of
NBA history as the East scored the most total points in the All-Star game’s 73-year history, beating out the previous mark of 196 points by the West in 2016...

The Celtics won back-to-back games on the parquet with a 129-124 win over the Indiana Pacers on 1/30, and claimed the season series 3-2... This marks the first time
the Celtics and Pacers competed against each other five times in the regular season since the 1988-89 season.

o The Celtics logged their fourth-highest scoring first half in franchise history with 81 points tonight vs. Indiana while connecting on 30-of-46 field goals (65.2 FG%),
12-0f-20 three-pointers (60.0 3FG%), and 9-of-10 free throws (90.0)... The Celtics all-time record for most points scored in a single half is 91 points, which was
accomplished twice, and both came in the second half of a game on Feb. 10, 1960, and Nov. 11, 1959.

e Since 1946-1947, only three other teams in NBA history have recorded at least 80 points in the first half while shooting greater than 65.0 percent from the field
and 60.0 percent from deep, joining the Indiana Pacers (5/1/2021), New Orleans Pelicans (11/14/2014), and Los Angeles Lakers (1/2/1987).

Seven players scored in double-digits in the Celtics 143-110 win over the Miami Heat on Jan. 25... The C’s 143 points were the most Boston has ever scored against
Miami, and the 33-point margin represented Boston'’s largest margin of victory over the Heat in franchise history, including the playoffs... The Celtics 63.7 field goal
percentage (51-80 FG) is the highest FG% in a game since 1972-73, when Boston shot 67.9 percent (55-81 FG) on 11/21/84 vs Golden State (W, 135-91).

e The C’s shot 63.7 percent from the field, 55.0 percent from 3-point range, and 95.0 percent from the free-throw line, becoming the third team in NBA history to
hit each of those marks in a game... Combined, those numbers equated to a true-shooting percentage of 80.5 percent, marking just the second time in league
history that a team has reached the 80-percent mark (Utah holds the TS% record 80.8 percent 4/28/21).

e Every member of the starting lineup made at least three shots both from 3-point range and from 2-point range, marking the first time in NBA history that a team
has had five players accomplish such a feat in the same game.

Mazzulla earns his second career monthly
honor and is tied for the third most Coach of the Month awards in franchise history, behind Doc Rivers (6) and Brad Stevens (3).
e The Celtics posted the best overall record in the league with a 12-2 mark while their .857 winning percentage ranks seventh in franchise history for the month of
December and the highest since 2007-08 (.929)... The C’s also owned the best winning percentage against .500 or better opponents with an 8-1 record (.889).
e The Celtics’ 126.5 points per game ranked second in the NBA after the Bucks (131.5), and ranked fourth in NBA history for the highest December scoring average,
behind the Atlanta Hawks in 2020-21 and Baltimore Bullets in 1965-66... Boston averaged the most three-pointers in the NBA with 16.6 makes per game behind
the sixth-best three-point shooting percentage (39.2) and ranked third in effective field goal percentage (58.6).

HOT HANDS GIVE WAY TO A HOT START

e The C’s defeated the Clippers, 145-108, and knocked down at least 25 three-pointers for the sixth time in franchise history... The Celtics 47 makes from long
distance against the Clippers (25-53 3FG) and Sacramento Kings (22-42 3FG) were the most in a two-game span in franchise history.

o Inthe win, Boston tied an NBA record by having six different players make at least three 3-pointers in a game - Boston scored 289 points over the last two
contests, marking its highest total in a two-game span since November of 1966 - It also marked the first time in franchise history that the C’s scored at least
144 points in consecutive games, a feat that had only been accomplished seven times prior in NBA history.

e The long tenured Celtics, Jaylen Brown and Jayson Tatum won their 300th win together (regular + postseason)... The most wins by a Celtics duo was by Robert
Parish and Kevin McHale who went 754-352 together. With their 300th win, Brown and Tatum will join the group below as active teammates (both players active),
with 300 career wins together in the reg. season and postseason combined.

e On April 3, the C's registered their 16th 25-point win of the season, the most by any team in NBA history, topping the previous record of 15 held by Milwaukee
(1970-71; 1971-72) and San Antonio (2015-16)... The Celtics have also won 9 games by at least 30 points this season, which is tied for the second-most such games
in a single season in NBA history, alongside the 2016-17 Warriors and trailing the 1971-72 Bucks (10).. The C's nine 30-point wins is the most such wins by the club
since the 1987-88 season with eight total.

e Kristaps Porzingis made a tiebreaking 3-pointer with 1:29 left in the game and then knocked down a pair of free throws to gain a four-point lead with 29 seconds
on the clock to help Boston beat New York 108-104 on Wednesday night in the season opener... Porzingis set a franchise record for the highest-scoring Celtics
debut with 30 points, surpassing Dominique Wilkins’ mark of 25 points on Nov. 4, 1994, also against the Knicks... he finished with 30 points (8-15 FG, 5-9 3FG, 9-10
FT), eight rebounds, and four blocks while also holding the Knicks to 20.0 percent shooting (3-15 FG) when contesting a shot... he became the first player in NBA
history to record five made three pointers and four blocks in a team debut.

Holiday scored his 15,000th career point on a three-pointer with 10.6 seconds left in the third quarter and became the 18th active player to reach the
milestone.

e Jayson Tatum scored 38 points (14-23 FG, 8-13 3FG) along with 13 rebounds, six assists, and a steal and Jaylen Brown registered 31 points (13-20 FG), four
rebounds, and a block in the Celtics 118-101 win over Indiana on Jan. 6.
e On Dec. 23, 2023 both Jaylen Brown and Jayson Tatum scored 30+ points it their 17th regular-season game together, which pushes them past Michael Jordan
and Scottie Pippen into third place for most 30-point games by teammates in the NBA since 1985.

Joe Mazzulla is entering his second season at the helm of the Boston Celtics after he was named the 19th
head coach in franchise history on February 16, 2023.

Mazzulla enters his fifth season with the organization after serving as an assistant coach for three years. In
his first season as head coach, Mazzulla led the Celtics to the Eastern Conference Finals and claimed the
Atlantic Division title with a 57-25 record, which marked the team’s most regular season wins since
2008-09. Mazzulla was named the NBA All-Star Head Coach when the C’s clinched the best record in the
Eastern Conference on Jan. 30 with a 36-15 overall mark for the highest win percentage in the NBA (.706).
Mazzulla joined the Celtics after being the Head Coach for the Fairmont State men’s basketball program
