Regular activities include:  
 
• Counting user numbers 
• Organising Two Tings awareness events 
• Vegetation management 
• Leading Two Tings trailer rides 
• Representing the Towpath Rangers at events (such as local festivals) 
• Reporting on towpath maintenance issues 
 
Volunteer Towpath Rangers will receive hands-on training and support, contributions towards bike 
maintenance and a Ranger’s Pack containing everything you need to help manage the towpath in your 
area.
