1 Include statutory and Pentathlon·GB pistol safety rules in the competitors programme  HQ 

2 Display statutory and Pentathlon·GB pistol safety rules in the Range Shooting Director 

3 Ensure Range is secure and entry is controlled by signage and/or marshalls Shooting Director 
4 Control of pistol taken by Official/s at equipment  check point Shooting Director 

5 Officials at equipment check point to ensure that pistol is not loaded Shooting Director 
6, 7, 8 Range Officer to follow Pentathlon·GB rules and give clear commands on range Shooting Director 

9 All floor run cables to be secured with heavy duty tape Shooting Director 

10 Establish which doors are required to be locked CE Director 
10 Establish which doors can be locked/secured without contravening fire regulations CE Director 

11 Control entry and exit routes with marshalls and crowd barriers where appropriate CE Director 
11 Clear marking of start and finish areas Running Director 

11, 12,13 Assessment of course during element design Running Director 
12 Pre-event check of running course and relevant parts of grounds Running Director 

11, 13 Clear marking and marshalling of route Running Director
