1. Handling or carrying an uncased pistol in public areas. 

2. Having a loaded pistol anywhere other than the firing point during the warm up or 

competition. 

3. Loading the pistol without being in contact with the shooting table. 

4. Not placing pistol safely on the table after the warm-up or shooting series. 

5. Impeding another competitor by crossing the boundary of their firing point. 

6. Communication with any person other than a shooting official after the end of the 

warm-up period. 

Demonstrate: 

� Youth B and older - How to test the trigger weight.   

� How to put a pistol into ‘dry-fire’ mode. 

� The shooting position, raising, aiming, firing and lowering. 

� How to make a pistol ‘safe’ when uncasing, during the competition and before re-casing. 

� How to score the shot paper target correctly. 

� Necessary experience and Consistency: 

a. Precision – 9 out of 10 shots should be within the scoring zone (within 1 ring) on the 

10m ISSF pistol target and some experience on drop down targets. 

b. Training and experience with the drop down targets and Shoot and Run-Combined 

Event
