Transition

ISAF shall continue to run the 2009-2012 Rankings and Standings systems based on
events graded according to regulations 27.1.2 to 27.1.5 until the end of the 2012
Olympic Sailing Competition. ISAF shall start recording points for the new ISAF Sailing
World Rankings based on events graded according to regulations 27.1.6 to 27.1.8 at the
start of the 2012 ISAF Sailing World Cup, and shall switch to publishing Sailing World
Rankings based on these events on 1 September 2012. Regulations 27.1.2 t0 27.1.5
and 27.1.9 shall be deleted in November 2012, and regulations 27.1.6 to 27.1.8 shall be
renumbered accordingly.
