The Datejust 36, introduced in 1945, was the first wristwatch to display the
date through an aperture on the dial. Its unique magnifying Cyclops eye,
added several years later, became recognised as a Rolex standard.

TWINLOCK WINDING CROWN
The screw-down winding crown and the case with screw-down back form the core of the Oyster.
Created by Rolex in 1953, the Twinlock system ensures that the screw-down crown is water-
resistant thanks to two sealed zones, one inside the tube of the crown, the other inside the
winding crown itself. This system is used on all the watches in the Oyster collection that are
guaranteed waterproof to 100 metres (330 feet).

The Cyclops lens enhances the date aperture, magnifying the date
display for easy reading.

Invented by Rolex in 1926, it was the world’s first
waterproof case for a wristwatch thanks to its patented system of screwing
down the bezel, case back and winding crown against
the middle case.

Like the mollusc, the Rolex Oyster is robust and clamped shut. It provides
a hermetic environment that protects the high-precision Perpetual
movement from water, dust, or pressure.
