Villu Toots 100

Villu Toots (1916-1993) was an internationally
renowned Estonian calligrapher, book designer,
educator, researcher of the history of calligraphy. His
calligraphic works have attracted extensive attention in
Estonia and beyond. He established a Calligraphy
School that became the hotbed for most of Estonian
calligraphers during the second half of the 20th century.
A notable contribution to the Estonian culture are his
books on calligraphy and type design that also give
insight to the history of writing, different scripts and
typefaces. Villu Toots was a member of several
Estonian and international calligraphy associations.
The exhibition is a retrospective of the works of Villu
Toots over many years, selected from the collections of
the National Library of Estonia and from his family
archives.
