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Executive Summary 
 
KIPP Academy is located in the Bronx and provides an extended day/extended year education 
for middle school Hispanic and African-American students.  In the 2006 school year: 
 

 Three-fifths or more of the students in all grades demonstrated grade appropriate reading 
skills. 

 A higher percentage of seventh graders than students in other grades read at the appropriate 
level. 

 At least 87% of the students in each class demonstrated grade appropriate math skills. 
 
 

Description of Students 
 
There were 265 students enrolled in KIPP Academy in the 2006 school year.  Nearly all were 
Hispanic (55%) or African-American (43%).  There were more girls (58%) than boys.  The 
majority (94%) received a free or reduced price lunch.
